opment of the publlo donalu. but had
said In clear terms:

«Praises Administmtion.

. *“The faot i all substantial progress
that has been made in this direction has
been enacted by the laat congress as the
result of recommendations initiated by
this administration.”

The acts of the administration, as all
remembered, beside empowering the

praffident to - “temporarily withhold
from disposition such of the publie do-
maln 88 may be necessary to secure a
hﬁtur disposition, thereof” had been
the decapitation of Pinchot, chief of
conservationists, and of Glavis, chief
of protestanis against the Ballinger
regime.

“The hysteria of conservation,” was
Ballinger's tribute to ths acocomplish-
ments of conservationists of whom
Pinchot is & type.

“Faddists orusadlng undér the ban-
ners of conservation,” was another of
the secretary’'s descriptions,

He added that “Extreme conssrvation
theorfes in theirflast analysis may mean
government ownershlp and operatlon,
not mérel hat supervising control
which will ure proper use. They pro-
ceed on the theory that the states are
not to be trusted to take care of thelr
natural resources™

Outlines Polioy.

Secretary Ballinger, outlined what he
announced as his poliey In this sent-
ence: I am opposed to the withholding
of any lands in the publle domain, re-
served or unresarved, that are capable
of giving strgngth and ‘permansent pros-
pority to the country In agriculture,
commerce or industry.™
