Yes, Montenegro has at last realized
her ambition of years and become &
kKingdom. And Prince Nicholas, the be-
loved ruler, is no longer Prince Nicho-
las, but 1s entitied to be called king or
csar, All of which momentous changes
have been brought about by the simple
sot of Nicholas (n proclaiming  the
change in the style of Eovernment to
mark the golden jubiles of his reign.
He came to the {hrone b0 years ago
today.

Of course, the Iittle principality could
not have been elevated to a kingdom
without 10 consent of the European
powers. But the latter could hardly
withhold their approval in the case of
Montenegro after they had permitted all
the other Balknn princes to assume the
dignity of kingship, And so when Prince
Nicholas notified tha lkinga ‘of Great
Britaln and 1taly, and the emperors of
Russin and Germany that hes proposed
to make the change they acquiesced,
though doublless they would have pre-
forred to have things in the little coun-
try g0 on ns they were.

The new king was born October 7,
1841, And on November 8, 1860, was
marrled to Milena Petrovna Vicoticova,
daughter of Peter Vukotie, senator and
vice president of the counell of state.
The off#pring of the unlon are three
sons nnd &lx daughters. «The sons are:
Prince Danllo, heir to the throne; Prince
Mirikp and Prince Peter. One Mgnisne-
grin princess |s the present quéen of
1taly, and another now would be queen of
Bervia but for her premature death,
while three other daughters of the hew
king are the Grand Duchess Millitza of
Russla, the Duchess Anastiasiz of Leuch-
tenberg, nnd Princess Anna of Bollan-
berg. respectively.
