On the death of Ddward IV, In 1488,
his crafty ‘and unscrupulous hrother,

Richard, Duke of Gloucester, gathered
qulckly into his hands the reins of
power, proceeding with consummate

audacity and rtuthlessness (o sweep
avery strong rival out of his path. Con-
tenting himeuelf for a few weeks only
with the title of Protector, he soon dis-
puted tha valldity of his brother Ed-
ward's marriage, caused an obsequlous
parliament to set aslde the young sons
whom the latter had left, declaring
thém to be {legitimate, and placed the
crown on his own head.
