Light rain has fallen
in northern Utah, In northeastern Illi-
nois, western Tennessee, and along the
Louisiana ad Florida coastsi It was
raining this evening at Jacksonville,
Fla., where 112 inches of rain had fall-- 1

en since 8:00 a. m., 75th meridian time.
