The statement that pressure from the
state departmegt caused Mendoza's res-
lgnation is vouched for by a high offl-
cer of the Papama canal zone, though
R. O. Marsh, American charge daffaires,
refusea either to confirm or to deny tha
report. '

The successof to Mendoza, who I8 &
negro, 18 to he Mected on September 1
by the national assembly. Mendoza will
probably have a strong volce In this
election, and may go so far as to force
his own reklection,

Advices received here tonlght Indl-
cate that the press of Central America
