Improvements Include Sixty-
three Miles Pavement and
115 Miles Sidewalk.

During last year €3.43 miles of hard
surface pavemenis were lald  Port-
land, an Increase of 48.28 miles over
the record made in 1809, or 215 per cent.
The hard surface Improvements mafls
Include pavements of asphalt, bitulithie,
hassam, stone biock and woed blook.
Not included in the figures mentioned,
which are given in the annual report
made up by Deputy City Engineer J. R.
Hansen, are .68 of a mils of vitrified
brickk. This was used mostly as header
material along car tracks, 1

The actual cost of all street improve-
ments made during 1510 was $4,001,-
261.76. In the year previous the total
cost of such Improvements was only
$2,001,413.25. The Increase shown is
practically 100 per cent. Included In
these cost flgures, besides pavements,
are macadam, gravel, bituminous ma-
cadam, el ed roadway, plank road-
way, grading, vitrified brick and con-
crete improvements to the thorough-

Engineer Hansen's flgures show that
there were January 1, 1011, 438 miles of
such improvements In Portland, Of

Sacramento, Cal, Jan. 13.—Urging
the most radieal legislation ever pre-
sented to a Californis tegtsiature, Gov-
ernor Johnson, in a special message to-
day demanded the immedlate consldera-
tion and early passage of the Btetson
rallroad regulation bill. The measure
was introduced five minutes before the
governor's message was presented in the
house. : .

The message deals with specific rates
between stations In Callfornia, showing
their inequality, alleging that they are
fixed to get all the traffic will bear,
It quotes Willlam R. Whedler of Ban
Francisco, head of the Merchants' Traf-
fic association, for comparison of rates
in the east, and assorts that the opera-
tion of rallways In the two great valleys
of the state is as cheap as anywhere
else In the world
In part the message is as follows:
“There has been presented to you
today a bill tha deslgo. of which is to
accord the rallroad commission of the
state of Callfornia tha amplest power
to act intelligently and justly and with
firmness and precision in matters aris-
ing between the people on the one hand
and the rallroads of the state upon the
other. The bill has been prepared after
great deliberation and study, and comew
to you with the sanotion of those who
arse most familiar with the subject em-
braced within it It Is presented now
in pursuance of the policy that has
announced by the various parties within
the state and In pursuance of the pol-
lcy that was outlined at the commence-
ment . of this adminlstration. »

How Los Angeles Is Robbed.
