When Gretius was only a little more
than 30 years old, with. Barneveldt and
ledenbetg, twe other8s whoste namnes
form a copgileralle part of Holland
history, he entered netively Into theo-
logical strifes that had a political sig-
nificance as well.  They were subse-
aqugntly  arrested, Barneveldt was  be-
hewded, amd Grotlus was sentenced to
Imiprisonment for life In the castle of
Lowyvenstein,
