“We feel gure that not only will the
educational Interests of Oregon be seri-
ously injured If these approprigtions
arc held up for two years, but als
the state will be brought into unen-
viahle notoriety throughout the Union,
and that we shall lose many good peo-
ple who are at present looking toward
Oregon as a future home. A condition
of educational unrest in the next two
years would certalnly not prove at-
tractive to possible Immigrants, and
they might easlly he dlverted to elther
Washington or California.
