Vienna, Aug. 12.—A palnful scene was
witnessed in the Hungarian parlla-
ment at PRudapest, when a deputy
named Ivanka stated that he had doc-
umentary proof that Count Von Ach-
renthal, the Austro-Hungarian minister
for forelgn affalrs, had fostered the
digorders in Albania,

form of a question, and asked whether
the minister president knew that Cqunt
Von Achrenthal some time ago sent
10,000 Mannlicher rifles and largs sums
of money for distributioh among the
Mallison, Mirditles and other Albanian
tribes In revolt against Turkey; that
Count Von Achrenthal had encouraged
trouble in Albania for his own politi-
oal ends, and that he had withdrawn
his support, refusing to allow food to
be exported fromr Austria-Hungary, and
thus reduced the tribes to a state of
starvation? d
