Toledo, Or.

Newport, Or,, Nov, 21.—A mass meet-
Ing of the cltlzens was held here at the
call-of Mayor George H. Wilcox to dis-
cuss the smallpov sltuation In thls sec-
tion-of the couniy. Alarm at the situn-
tion and. indignation at the way it has
been handled brovght out a record at-
tendance and drastlc measures were
taken,
The first casce appeared at Toledo
three wecks ago, and little attention was
paid to it. Boon there were 17 mild
cases there, and while nearly all publie
places except the postoffice were
closed at first, hardly any quarantine
regulations wers enforced, and people
came and went as they pleased. Where
parties were notified that they were
under quarantine no officer was placed
to see that the regulations were ob-

served. In ome oase the people
were removed from the bullding
and the empty bullding quaran-

tined, and in another it is sald the occu-
pants were notified that the. bullding
was to be quarantined and advised to
move out. ‘

One family which had been exposed
moved to Newport and tried to place its
children in schocl and another family,
belng refused passage on the traln,
came In over the wagon road.

FOR VACCINATION

Blames Prejudice Against It

LEd Ricord, the barber,

Toledo, ‘In Lincoln county,
lack of vacclnation resul
prejudice many peopls _
pgalnst it, and fp utter lack of
quarantine regulation belng imposed
upon thoss affected with the disease.

Dr. White was at Toledo last week

plgced all of them under quarantine
Since his visit the officials of Toledo
have taken the asitoation in hand and
have appointed speclal quarantine offl-
cers to spee that the regulations are en-
forced.

“A majority ot the 17 cames I found
at Toledo were mlild,"” said Dr. White
today, “Infection came primarily from
the construction crew on the rallroad,
working under the supervision of John
McGes, who has had the disease. These
men, while still scallng, attended the
skating rink and tha movlng pleture
shows,

“The first of the cases multln‘ from
the contamination were A young woman
carhler at the skating rink and the
manager of the moving plcture show,
Ivan Kennison, a stage driver, stopping
at the hotel, was infected, then (wo
other cases resulted in addition.

“A quarantine of five days of the
hotel and insufficient fumligation fol-
lowed, after which Edna Cusick was
allowed to return to school. Her teach-
er and a dogen or more others were in-
focted. With the exception of one, all
were mild cases,

“Fred Post, a member of the rallroad
bridge crew, who was isolated and quar-
antined by Dr. Davis of Albany, broke
quarantine and went to his home in
Newport. His two children, I am in-
formed by the traln crew, are now
suffering from the disease.

“In every Instance investigated, iIn
not one single case had the wviotim
aver been vaccinated. There was con-
siderable antagonism from wvacelnation,
and the articles from the alleged Dr,
McCormick and Dr. D. O. Powell had
been read and were produced as aun-
thority against vaccination.,

“I do mot think Newport has anything
to fear from Toledo, ps the cases there
v.'lll b. pmparly looked after now."
