The rescue party Is working constantly
In danger of death from another threat-
ening slide, trying to find Pearson's
body.

Although the city ordinances
do not specify what weight shall con-
stitute an official sack of potatoes, trie
sealer was able to establish that repu
table merchants regard 100 pounds as
the standard. Made over sacks con
tainlng only from 60 to 75 pounds
were sold" as regulation "sacks" of po
tatoes. Mr. Buchtel says the court
decision will enable him to save many
thousand of dollars to the buying
public.

This and other information .Is con
talned In the annual report of the sealer
for 1911.- - The report was filed today
in the city auditor's office..

During the year the sealer and his
lone deputy measured 1133 cords of
wood by request, found nine cases of
short measure and secured convictions
In the municipal court in every case.
