KING GEORGE’S TRIP TO INDIA
DEEMED COURT'S WORST BLUNDER

(United Press Leased Wire.)

London, Jan, 20.—The king's Durbar
trip was a fallure. Not only this, but
in the opinion of thoughtful English-
men it was the most colossal blunder
In the recent history of the Indian ad-
ministration,
Duyring thelr six weeks' visit in Indla,
the king and quean, new en route home,
coversd thousands of miles of territory
and exhibited themselves to milllons of
thelr dusky subjects; but instead of
“tightening the bonds of Empire and
consolldating British rule in India" as
the advance notice proclaimed, the trip
stirred up more ftrouble than all the
seditious activities of native agitators
in the past filve years.

The wanton extravagance of the Dur-
bar ceremonr at a time when money
was s0 badly needed In India for the
rellef of human suffering, created an
unfavorable impression from the start,
and practically every stage of their
majesties” theatrical progress through
the empire Wwas marked by “regrettable
Incldents,” as the official explanations
put It
TTTTTT Bombey  Feelx  Blighted.
Bombay, one of the most loyal cities
of the country, was bitterly offended,
wher, after It had been combed by the
secret police, it was announced that the
king and queen would have their head-
quarters on board the Medina during
their visit there, instead of residing on
shore. ThLe king-emperor, while making
speeches pralsing the loyalty of his
Indlan subjects, gid not trust them after
all. Excipt for the time when he was
engaged in the cermmonies on land, he
was under the guard of his own war-
ships, instead of relylng upon the fi-
delity of his native troops.

A far better impression also would
hava been made If the king and queen,
when they reached Delhi, had taken up
thelr residence In the old royal palace,
instead of surrounding themselves by
50,000 treops In a temporary camp, The
officlal explanation was that the pal-
ace was too old ang unsanitary for
thelr occupation; but it might easily
have besn overhauled, and at much less
cost than the construction of the camp.

Innumerable sguabbles over prece-
dence, Inseparable from such a gather-
ing of haughty princes of various races
and religions, marked the whole pro-
cepdings at Delhl. But the most ser-
fous mistake was the snub or insult
ta the gaekwar of Baroda, the second
most powerful chieftaln in India, The
gaekwar hnd rendered homage in a
cavaller manner, we are told, but the
apology wrung from him, to soothe the
offended dignity of the king-emperor,
was far more a publle Insult than the
actual’offense. The whole story will
probably never be told, but although it
is nmow stated semi-oificially that the
gaeckwar's behavior had been very un-
satisfactory for some time past, it Is
tolerably certain that his present dis-
grace s primarily due to his having
been mixed up in an English divorce
case, Two days before the Durbar
caremony an application was made In
the London courts to cite the Mahratta
chieftaln as a co-respondent 1Ip the
Btatham divorce suit. The judge, doubt-
less acting under instructiong from the
India office, deferred judgment until
after the Durbar, on the question of
whether the gackwar was an independ-
ent ruling prince and as much outside
the jurisdictlion of the English courta.
Later he declided that the Indian poten-
tate was property exempt.

British court etiguette places persons
who have heen involved In divorce cases
outside the pale, and with such a rigid
moralist as Queen Mary on the throge,
it is posmible that the gackwar recelved
an intimation that he make himself in-
consplcuous after the formal Durbar
ceremony, even if he was not told to ab-
sent himself altogether.

Evil Exampls Feared.

The indifferent manner in which he
rendered homage and the sneering ex-
pression with which he turned his back
on the king-emperor after bowing could
not be overlooked, for fear It might en-
courage other prineces to Imitate him, or
think that the Britlsh king eould be
treated with disdain. The humble apol-
ogy, and the very thin excuse of “nerv-
ousness,” published by the viceroy “with
the gaekwar's consent,” and the erush-
ing officinl Intimation that his “attend-
ance” was “dispensed with” for the rest
of the ceremonies may have had a sals
utory effect on some of the princes, but
It published to the whole world the
story of the geakwar's offense and pun-
Ishment.

The gackwar's subjects number nearly
2,000,000, but there are many more mil-
Hons of Mahrattas In the neighboring
states, and the same rnce suppliés n
number of the most trusted régiments
of the Indlan army. How these people
will take the humiliation of the prinetl-
pal Mahratta chieftain Is impossible to
foresee.

Then again, the hunting trip Into Ne-
pal was a blunder, for the other great
princes, terribly jealous of their privie

=

leges, resent the favoritelsm shown
to” the maharajn of Nepal—of en-
tertaining the king-emperor In his

own palgee and his own - state—a
privilege which was denled to all others.
From the point of view of the people of
Nepal, any personal satisfaction they
may have derived from this token of
esteem was nullified by the sudden
death of their ruler, & week be-
fore the hunt commenced. The mahra-
ja's death and the king's visit would not
connect themselves In the mind of a Eu.
ropean, but that the British authorities
realized the effect on the natlve imagi-

ruler's death for nearly & week after
the event. Then the news was aceom-
panied by the officlal assurance that

the mahraja’'s dying wish was that the
king-emperor should go on with his
hunting.

The theatrieal

announcement at the

durbar of the .
from Caleutta to Delht and the ad-
ministrative reorganisation in Bengal
also provoked much unfavorable coms«
From an administrative point
of view, the climnge has much to rec-
ommend It, although It will be a terri-
bly expensire business—costing some
§20,000,000—and In addition to pleaxing
the natlves of the northwest and north-
ern provinces, it provided King George
with an opportunity of showing his
kingly power by making a totally un-
expected and Important announcement,
apparently without having consulted his
ministers, 3

But the Bangalls, who number over
70,000,000, ohject to losing the capital,
and the ever recurring problem of gov-
erning the.great masses of Hindus and
Mohammedans in Bengal has been fur-
ther aggrivated by the administrative
reforms. Lord Curzon caused sedition
and bloodshed by hie well meant but
misgulded separation of the Hindu and
Mohammedan administeations, but the
latest plan which apparently reunited
the province, although really splitting it
up a bit more, pleases neither side. It
has raised trouble for the king and
the Liberal admioistration in Eng-
land, because for the first time the
Iking bas been made the mouthplece of n
party planning new and totally unex-
pocted legislation, and the very fact
that the announcement was made by
the king himself prevents anything in
the way of parliamentary criticism and
amendment. In effect, the governmeént
i announcing such changes through the
mouth of the sovereign has made laws
without consulting parliament.

Above all, In attempting to emphasize
the doetring of “personal government,"
King George and his advisers over-
lookeéd his majesty's physieal disad-
vantages, Physical strength and an
mpoging appearance must always up-
h{l to the natives of Indla and kindred

ntries, but the sight of the under-
siged, and almost nsmgnificant looking
British monarch came as. a shock to
the flery warriors who have been taught
to regard the kalser-l-hind ds something
In the nature of deity.
