Grants Pass,, Or., Feb, 12.—One of the
prominent citizens of Grants Pass and
Josephine county, G, B. Caldwell, will
celebrate his elghty-fifth birthday
within a few days. Mr. Caldwell was
born In Virginia and at an early age
came to Lexington, Mo, Being of a
mechanical turn he entered a furniture
manufactory and continued at this work
for some time. In the spring of 1846
Oregon was attracting the attention of
the country and one day the young fur-
niture maker lald down his tools and
took up a long lash whip and started
out in & company of emigrants of 126
wagons with his 10 ox team for Ore-
gon. Two older brothers had previously

west and the duties of father had fallen

on young Caldwell, 19 years of age,

When the party arrived where the
present city of Eugene stands there was
only one house, & new ope, but unin-
habited, The first family living in a
house was where Corvallls now stands.
Where the party forded Rogue Triver
was about two miles above the present
location of Grants Pass, now known to

settlers as Brown's ford,

The party settled in Polk county and
the next year, 1847, Mr. Caldwell went
to California and gave some attention to
mining quicksilver, at which he wus
engnged when the gold excitement brolke
out in 1848, Then he hegan gold mining
on American river and in the first six
weeks that he put in mining he took out
100 ounces of gold. He was called back
to Oregon and took his gold to Oregon
Citty, this being the first gold brought
to Willamette valley from California
The sight of the bemutiful California
gold in Oregon Clty caused a stampede
for the southern gold flelds. Mr. -
well was offered $10 per ounce for
gold in Ban Francisco before he camas
north, but sold it in Oregon City to Dr,
McLoughlin, then conducting a store at
Oregon City, and recelved $11 per
ounce. At that time in California the
Indians would give an squal weight in
gold dust for a silver dollar, which
trades the whites worked as steadlly ms

Mr. Caldwell remalned In California
for several years, mining and operating
various business lines, and made sev-
eral comfortable fortunes, He removed
to Josephine county and settled in the
Willlams Creek valley, about 25 miles
from the present clty of Granta Pass,

Here Mr. Caldwell embarked In the
manufacture of furniture, getting his
turning lathes, saws and other ma-
chinery from San Franclsco, and for
many years made the furniture for the
settlers of southern Oregon and con-
tinued to operate his factory until toe
advent of the Bouthern Paeciflo into this
territory.

Mr, Caldwell is now 85 years of age
and can count three generations below
