When the last woman was
ready to leave the ghip, the noted gam-
bler thought of his mother. Tearing a
sheet of paper from a diary, he &crih-
bled his last message to her,

The woman kept the slip of paper
and when she reached New York, she
al once sgent a moessage to Mra. Yates,
telling her of her son's death. The
original of the message was sent to the
United Tress.

“Thank God, I know where he ir
now, " “murmured the mother, when noti-
fled of her won's death.
