1 maintaln that there is
no difference in asking the public to
pay dividends on watered stock repre-
senting po cupital expenditure or In per-
mitting an unnecessary capital Invest-
meant {n & public utlity,

Not Afrald of Competition,

“With our extengive plant and many
sources of electric supply, and belng
well established §n the fleld, our com-
pany is certainly not afrald of legitl-
mate competition, but we are bound to
look at the matter from not only the
standpoint of competition, but from the
best interests of the community of
which the company forms such an Im-
portant part, for If the community can-
not procure low rates it will not#torive
in competition witly other -citles and
our company wlill be a partner in the
unsatisfactory results,

“I'he activiles {n Callfornia of the
promoters back of the Northwestern
Electric company now applylng for a
franchise-in the city of Portland Indi-
cate almost without exception that the
plan ig not to produce legitimate com-
petition, but Instead a rulnous war of
Tates agalnst Its rival with the ulti-
mate result that one or the other con-
testant will be absorbed.

“These same peopla have been re-
fused frunchises by the California state
rallway commlssion In all casea where
an old company was giving adequate
service, and 1 belleve If the granting
of this proposed franchlse is delayed
until our state publle utility commis-
slon can have apportunity to Investl
gate this case (ts membera wlll le
bound to take actlon elmilar to that
taken by like commissions In  many
other states and determine that compe-
titlon In publie utitities is not tha means
through which the bulk of the public
can best be gerved.

Eric Schaffer Also Fatally

Wounds Rival Whom He|

Finds in Company With His

Allentown, Pa., July 20.—The fatal
triangle of two men and a 'woman will
cost three lives here.

A passing pollceman saw Schaffer
leaving the house with the revalver In
hand and gave chase. He falled, how-
ever, to catch him, and returned to the
flat whoere He foynd the woman at the
point of death. 8he dled before she
could ba removed to the haspital, but
Fres was taken there and was able to

tell about the tragedy to District At-
torney Rupp.
Schaffer Xills Himself.
The polica pursued Schaffer and

thought they had him cornered on Le-
high mountaln, near this city, but he
managed to escape, Tliey notified the
farmers of the countryside that he was
wanted. Late this afternoon John
Muth, a farmer, whosa place I8 three
mileg south of this city, saw a man an-
swerl the description of tha murder-
er sitting under a tree by the roadside.

He started toward hlma, but the man
pointed a revolver at him, and Muth
fled, A minute later Muth heard a

shot and turning saw that Schaffer had
sent a bullet through his own head. He
was dead when Muth reached him.
