There are numberless children
now recelving proper hyglenle care who
befors the educators’ visits were strang-
ers to soap and water, Prospective
mothers have benefited greatly by the
instructlon glven, BSeveral babes born
this month have found carefully pre-
pared clothing awalting them, whereas
thelr elder bfothers and slsters found
only an old shirt

“Lessons In sewing have proved very
attractive to & Inrge number of women,
Tha ehildren are golng to schoal with
buttona on their dresses, whereas befors
the garments were pinned; the stock-
Ings are getting attention hoth as to
mending and washing, whereas prevl-
ously there was only neglect.
