Washington, Nov. 18 ~The TUnited
States supreme court today upheld the
decree of the Maryland federal court
dissolving the Htandard Banitary Man-
ufaeturing company and allied concerns,
which form the so-called bath tub trust.
The conochrny were ordered dissolved as ||
in resiraint of trade, In spite of the con- |
tention that thé dacres Inmvaded the
patent rl_shp of the trust.

Trust bukters regard the bath tub
declslon as the most Important since
the Btandard O1] decres. In the “patent
monopoly” decision last year the court
held that the owner of s patent could
dictate terms under which the patented
article was to be sold, It was feared
that this might apply the same resson-
Ing to the Sherman anti-trust law and
prevent the government from attacking
trusts which controlled through ownlog
patents, The declsion, however, denjed
such a view, declaring that the defend-
ants’ ownershlp of A patented tool did
not justify them in conducling & monop-
oly. It was doclared that they viclated
the Bherman law whether the patented
tool figured In the case or not.
