* RATES ON BRANCES

The establishment of gaw mills on
Southern Pacific branch linea in Oregpn
will be greatly encourfiged by an an-
nouncement {ssued last night by the of-
flolals of the rallroad company, for it
meana reduced fraight rates. The an-
nouncement follows:

“In line with the Southern Pacific
company's pollcy of developing the re-
sources of Oregon and enlarging the
distributing fleld for lumber manufac-
turers, it has been decided fo readjust
rates on lumber, and ga early as pos-
sible, tariffs will be amended s0 as to
apply the same rates from mills located
on branch and subsidiary lines as {s now
enjoyed by mills on the maln line to
points In Californla, Nevada, Utah west
of Ogden, Arigona and New Mexico,
were the maln line rates are $6 per
ton and over. In other words, the
company will apply main line lumber
rates from points now subject to addi-
tion of arbitraries. This wlll include
mills on the Pacific Rallway & Navi-
gation company,, Corvallls & Eastern
Rallroad company and the Balsm, Falls
City & Western rallway.”

COURT HOLDS AGAINST
DOCK COMMISSION

That the owners of property abulting
ths waterfront have authorlty to bulld
wharves from the low-water mark to the
harbor line was decided by Clreult Judge
Morrow, in sustalning a demurrer to the
suit of the state to be nade a party to
the Injunction sults of Willlam Reld and
the Pucific Milling & Elevator company
agalnst the dock commission and clty.
Judge Morrow stated that he was not
called upon to decide upon title to the
land, but that since the wharfing privil-
ege had been granted these owners by
the leglslature and had never been re-
pealed he saw no reason why owners
should be denled the privilege even
though they had never utllized It.

The privilege was granted many years
ago, and in 1874 the leglalature granted
the title to upland owners to lands be-
tween high and low water along the
rivers. Judge Morrow held that should
the position of the state be upheld that
the act was against public policy it
would destroy title to millions of dol-
lars' worth .of property and that such a
question should not be decided by a
