He was chofen over a large
fiald of artists as the one most capable
of telling on canyaa the story of the
Indians and the greaf Rockies

It bas beér said of him that he is one
of the Tew painters who could catch the
spirit of the mountains in their vasts
pess, Where others drew hills, he
‘whowed the mighty peaks, and executad
the power of vastness whers others
falled. 1t was for this reason that ho
