Salem, Or., Jan. 29. Scnalor Thomp-

son this morning Introduced a bill to
restore the Republican party to repre-
sentation on the election boa ids of the
state, of which they are deprived by the
present law, which gives Judges and
clerks to the two parties casting the
first and second highest number of
votes for president. Just now the
Democrats and Bull - Moosers are the
only parties answering that description.

Under tho amendment of the law pro-
posed by Thompson, the county courts
in each county will not be permitted to
appoint more than two Judgts and two
clerks from the same party. This will
give representation to Democrats, to
Republicans and Bull Moosers equally,
or even tho Socialists and Prohibition-
ists, if the county court wants to ap-
point them.

CITY LIGHT PLANT

Albany, Or., Jan. 29. Louis C. Keleey,

a civil engineer of-- Portland, has been
engaged by tho city council of Albany
to prepare preliminary estimates of the
probable cost of a municipal electric
lighting plant to be used for furnishing
current for the lighttng of the busi-
ness streets of the city with cluster
lights.

The tentative plans as suggested by
Mayor P. D. Gilbert, contemplate a
plant that will supply a current for 600
cluster poles and it is to be a steam,
plant. A 300 horsepower engine is ex-

pected to furnish sufficient power. No
attempt will be made to light more
than the business afreets, although , it
is expected that if the plan Works out
satisfactorily, an additional plant will
be. Installed to furnish commercial elec-
tricity to all consumers. The plans and
estimates are to be . prepared In time
for submission at the next session of
the council, which wjll be February 12.

SAVE REMAINING POWER
SAYS NEUNER'S NEW BILL.... ..

Salem, Or., Jan. 2. Withdrawal of

all potential water powers of the state
not so far appropriated until such time
as legislation may be enacted to provide
for their disposition, is the essence of a
bill introduced in the senate this morn-
ing by Neuner of Douglas.

It is the theqry of the bill that water
powers yet open should be closed to the
private inventor until the state deter-
mines fully upon ita policy, and that
they should be held by th atate until
legislation is worked out. It is drawn
on the line of similar legislation ip. con-
gress, where a fierce fight has been
waged on the question.

SAYS DOCTOR FAILED

TO REPORT SMALLPOX

Kor failing to report a case of small
pox. Dr. N. F. Poulsen witn an orrico
In the Selling building, was arrested
this morning on complaint of City
Health Officer Wheeler. Dr. Wheeler's
attention was directed to tho case of M.
B. Ballard. East Twenty-fift- h street,
near Hawthorne, who was thought to be
suffering from smallpox. Dr. Wheeler's
diagnosis determined a severe case of
the disease and learned that the victim
had been afflicted for 10 days or more.

The patient gave the name or ur.
Poulsen as his attending physician, and
Dr. Wheeler thereupon signed a com
plaint against Poulsen. This Is the first
arrest for some time on a charge of this
nature, local physicians having been
particularly careful tu report contagious
diseases 'us required by law.

Dr. Poulsen in defense of himself snlil
this morning that he visited Ballard but
once, and that the man's malady had
not developed-to- . such an extent lo mak
possible A diagnosis of smallpox at that
time.

Dr. Poulsen said that there was but a
slight eruption when he saw that pa-

tient, and that the smallpox diagnosis
was made by Dr. Wheelei who was
called later. Dr. Poulsen said he did
not consider Ballard as a- - patient be-

cause of c personal friendship, and that
he did not understand that he was to
make more than the one call.

WATER RATE REDUCED

REIfflPT SHOW Gil

Although the water board reduced
rates charged for water sold during 1912
by 25 per cent, the annual receipts were
still 3.8 per cent greater than in 1911.
This remarkable Increase, says Superin-
tendent DOdge, In his annual report filed
today, is due to the , unprepedented
growth of the city.

The report contains figures showing
the gross earnings and expenditures of
the water department for the past 2$
years and many other Interesting facts.
The gross earnings for 26 years ending
December 81. last year, were $10,190,-104.3- 5.

Besides this sum, the total of
recalpts for water rates, the department
received enough for the sale of bond
and miscellaneous sources to bring the
aggregate receipts for the period up to
$16,883,01J.SJ. The total expenditures
for the same period amounted to

Cash on hand December 31,
amounted to $90,883.

The appraised value of property owned
by the water department now Is ap-
proximately $11,989,30.88. k

There' are 13,221. meters in use, these
being used in 22.1 per cent of all places
supplied by water. The total number
of places supplied with water 18 64,481,
an increase of 5672, or 10.4 per cent over
1911, the Increase being due to the
growth of the city.
