SEEKS EVIDENGE

whom It ls suspected dynamited the
New Mount IHood hotel on Salmon river
near the old hatchery, C. W, Kern, pres-
fdent of the hotel company, left Portland
today for the site of the damaged struc-

The exact date of the alleged Ayna-
miting is not known, but It is believed
that the structure was blown up early
in January during the absences of Mr,
Kern,

At first 1t was belleved weight of
snow crushed In the roof, and caused
thej bullding’s virtual collapss, but in-
vestigation shows that heavy timbers
wera hurled a distance of 50 feet in
some Instances, something that could be
accomplished only by an explosive force
under the clroumstances,

The roof, the whole sscond floor and
nll save ona torner of the first floor
collapsed, dolng damage estimated at
approximately $2000.

The hotel, & mubstantial structurs. was
in the course of erection and contalned
100 rooms. It wil] bs rebuflt and be
opened In timas for the spring travel,

The hotel site 1s ahout a mils from
Walch's hotel end 600 yards from the
suto road,

The owners have susplcions as to the
ldentity of the alleged dynamiters, but
decline to speak concerning tham untfl
evidenca of o conclusive naturs 1s col-
lected,

Prior to the alleged blowing up of
the hotel, a bLridges across the Bandy
river just above the mouth of the Zig-
gag river was dynamited, This struc-
