Laying aside for the moment all Jest-
ing,, it may be said tfeet the goat of
Clackamas county, at least has a most
admirable digestion. This eating habit
has not been so terribly exaggerated
as one might Imagine. Not that our
farmers invite their pets to nibble at
their red ehirts, nor do they throw
their dynamite about carelessly. Mtrwi
ever," it has been conclusively " shown
here during the past few years that
goat a live and thrive with the absolute
minimum of attention, on the part of
their owners. Clackamas county goats
are turned loose in the hills that's
about all anyone knows. The mild year-roun-d

climate makes such a move pos-
sible; Along about "mohair" time the
farmer rounds up his flock, clips and
sells his wool at a handsome figure, and
again turns his bands loose. What all
the goats have, tackled in the meantime,
only the powers above can say. At all
events they fatten up and multiply
two things fur which Clackamas angoras
are famous. '

Still the goat industry in this county

Is in Its Infancy. There are thousands
and thousands : of acres of waste land
in the, foothills along the western slope
of the Cascade mountains, absolutely
worjthlesa today as revenue' producing
land, which could be mad to pay and
pay weJL by stocking the rap's?
