“At tha present time n taxpayer who
may desire to obte'n a copy of Porl-
land's budget ag adopted cannot do so,
He may perhaps read in a local news-
paper the mayor's recommendations,
which are known about the city hall as
thie budget, but as compared with other
cities there is no single document in
existonce constituting a final budget.
There is a collection of ordinances, 14
for the year 1018, which provide appro-
priations for the several departments,
but no copes of even thése are avail-
able, because nona of the council pro-
ceedings are printed, Even a clitizen
who by hook or crook might manage to
ascertain what was Intended, would still
bg unable to centey his attention on the
budget a8 an entity, It is so scattered
as to be invisible to the public eye. The
budget should be adopted as a single
document in a single ordinance, printed
and made avallable to all thoss entitled
to receive a copy.

“In this connection it ia to be noted
that neither the water nor harbor boards
are under any budgetary control, except
in total, There should be & single budget
for the entira city,

Inndeguate Basis for Judgment.
“Sound municipal financing demands
that as a basis ror judgment In adopt-
fng & financial program (budget) each
year & statement ba prepared showing
on one side the estimated avallable reve-
nue from the different sources, aml on
the other side the estimated expendl-
tures. Otherwlse there is danger of
overappropriating, of making ‘wind’ Ap-
propriations, which tend te destroy the
efticiency of administering all appro-
priations,

Fublic Never Sces Statoment,
“Although a statement of this charac-
ter is prepared by the auditor (onecppy
only) for the Information of Lthe wuys
and ‘means committes, no copies theregf
aro made avallable to the other mem-
hera of the council, although they, too,
are charged with responsiblifty for the
appropriations m&de Neither does the
public ever sea sUch a statement, The
Iump sum estimate of probabls revenues
sét forth In the mayor's message does
not answer the purpose. In short, no
comprehensive pleture s afforded of
needs to be met and resources available
for meeting them,

Mo Uniformity of Estimates,

fes, To facllitate requisitioning, audit-
ing and bpokkeeping, the account titles
should @lso be codified.

“Steps should be taken to install unit
cost svstems in all depaytments, so that
at budget.making time the council will
have avallable ocomplete information,
not only of the quantity of work per-
formed for the money expended the pre-
viousg year, but the amount of work to
be performed the ensulng year, and the
probable cost par work unit of accoms-
plishing it—1, &, cost per squars yard
of pavements lald, repalred and cleaned;
per cuble yard of garbage removed and
destroyed, ete.

“Budget estimates would then be sup-
ported by number of work units ingtead
of only the amount of money pald out
or to be pald out. A real basis would
also be afforded for testing the rglative
efficlency of (1) depariments as com-
