The cable, filed by General John j.
Pershing, commanding the department
of Mindanao, evidently was filed with
a fuller report, but the latter haa not
been received. It. Is assumed from
Information at .hand that the engage-
ment started June 11 and that .Captain
Nicholas was killed June' 13. '

"No fiercer battle lias occurred since
American occupation of the Philip- -
pines." added general Pershing.

Retreating under the heavy fire of
the American' troops,, the Moros took
refuge in. forts and trenches on the pre-
cipitous ' sides of the volcano. They
fought desperately, nslng modern arms
and ammunition. The Americans, using
