Captain
Bellessen of. the steamer stated that
be was running for the beacb so as to
save .his own craft, .whioh waa badly
sprung and which was taking water at
a great rate. According to the captain
he bad asked the sohooner if they were
able to take care of themselves and on
learning tnat the three men aboard ware
all seamen had replied that he oould
hot risk the lives of his 83 passengers
py in miastream.

Fortunately no human llvas ware itbut the pat pig and' three cockatoos of
the J.' H. Lunsmann went to a watery
grave, xne scnooner ssttied to the
bottom of ths bay with only Its masts
showing above the . wavaa. The Lg-ge- tt
