ments now being made under authority
granted by congress prove satisfactory,
the tlm is foreshadowed when : every
village in th n United States, : with
Scarcely any regard to its population!
will enjoy th benefits of free mail de-
livery, ,

In something more than 100 towns of
from 1200 to .1600 population, mall Is
now being delivered to residences snd
business houses under an appropriation
or iieo.ooo granted by congress to test
this new plan. Towns where th postal
reoeipta run from $4000 to 16000 a year
are' usually aeleoted. for when the re
ceipts reach 110,000 a year regular city
delivery is granted, Preliminary requi-
sites before th new system is installed
sre reasonably good sidewalks enabling
oarrlera to get about in any kind of
weather, the numbering of the houses
and the placing of some kind of recep
tacle to hold the mall. Whsn mall mat
ter is properly stamped carriers accept4
It on their rounds, and it th system
should become permanent mall boxes
Will b provided for It

The postofnc department baa been
establishing thla experimental eervice in
tba different states as fast aa suitable
towns for the test could be selected, ons
er two towns being designated ia fachstate. Action la usually taken on aDoll- -
catlona for tb service, inspectors re
porting oa the deslrabality of tha place
applying and when a election la made,
aiding the postmaster to lay out th
routes and fix the schedules of de
liveries, whloh usually number two
dally for business houses and one ior
reeidenees, ,

While the expenss of this extension
of the free delivery service will be con-
siderable, there is some offset In In-

creased business. Just aa there has been
on v rural free delivery route. With
hotter facilities, people ar writing more
letters. ; ; .

We wih to call attention
to th fact that there were meetings
between government revolutionary and
military ohiefs at which th betrayal
of Madero waa discussed and these
meetings were held at the American em
baasy. Ambassador Wilson disobsyed
the strict Instructions of bis government
to observe neutrality.", :

Tbe statement also commends Presi
dent Wilson "for the recall of America's
unfaithful representative, who is moat
intimate with Huerta and hla aecom
pltoea."
