SHIP THAT WAS CURSED

BY JAPANESE MISSING

Has a curse of a Japanese cook di-

rected against the- Schooner Americana
bjpn fulfilled?

This is a question being asked among
the deep sea sailors along the water-
front following the posting of a report
that the schooner, which cleared from
Astoria 177 day ago for Sydney, Aus-
tralia, Is overdue and has not been
heard from.

Whether the vessel, with all hands,
has gone down or is battling with ad-
verse winds in the middle of the Pa-
cific Is a subject for speculation. The
sailors feel certain the ship has sunk
and the crew perished, fulfilling the
curse of the Jap.

On April 10, 1912, the Americana ar-
rived In San Francisco, with the cook,
Okhuro, in Jrons. He was. charged with
having shot his skipper, Captain Robert
Benson. At his trial the Japanese de-

clared he had been mistreated, and he
got off with a sentence of five years'
imprisonment. Before he left the ship,
a sailor heard the Jap say: '

"This is a devil ship. This ship will
not float for many years, for I have
placed the curse of Xny ancestors uopn
her. The devil ship will go to the
bottom before I get out of prison."

The news of the curse spread, and
when the Americana sailed none of the
old crew was aboard. When she left
Astoria a new crew manned her, with
the exception ot the captain.

The Americana Is a four-maste- r, and
is owned by the Charles Nelson com-
pany of San Francisco.

RETURNING CONFESSED

FORGER FOR HEARING

In charge of a St. Louis, Mo., officer
and with his wife and her
baby accompanying, Coan A. Stuewe,
confessed forger, started for Missouri
last night to face a charge of obtaining
money under false pretenses there. Yes-
terday he pleaded guilty to a charge of
haying a Xorged: evidence oL,debt in his
possession and was sentenced to one to
five years in the penitentiary by Circuit
Judge Morrow, who paroled 'him.

Assistant District Attorney, Ad-

mits That Prosecution for
Manslaughter Is 'Useless.

Los Angeles, Aug. 29. That he will
attempt to prosecute Jess Wltlard on a
charge of murder growing "out of the
death of John Young, following a match
with Wlllard here, was the statement of
Assistant District Attorney Joseph Ford
today when Willard's hearing on a man-
slaughter charge began. Ford's state-
ment to-the premotermnd
others connected with the fatal match,
who were later arrested.

Foid declared that two courses are
open to the state. One, to view tha con-
tent as a prize fight, prohibited by law,
and upon such a premise, prosecute the
defendants for muder. The other pos-
sibility Is to treat the contest as a legal
boxing match, and proceed against the
principals on manslaughter charges.

"Choosing the latter alternative," said
Ford, "It would he difficult to prove
that Wlllard did npt exercise proper
care In his part of the contest, and I
wouldn't put the county to the expense
of going to trial on such grounds. There
fore. I m going to take the stand that
the contest was a priae fight, and I am
going to ask the court to hold the de-

fendants on a murder charge. I feel
that we should get a decision from the
superior court whether this particular
contest was not a prize fight"

Attorney Earl Rogers, for the de-
fendants, contended that the superior
court, in 1911, held that the contests at
Vernon wero not in violation of the state
law.

PERSONAL TAX OF 1912
IS ISSUE IN LITIGATION

To determine whether the law passed
by the people at the November election
exempting personal property In actual
use became effective prior to the col-

lection of the 1912 taxes, G. H. Watson,
presidenlof the.
