A
train load of troops arrived today from
Mexleo City, and negotiations were
opened with the Mexican Navigation
company to transport them to Tampico.

It was understood, too, . that the
federal gtinboat Zaragoga had been
ordered to Tuxpan. to take General
Maas and his force from there to the
cepa.ot,joabatJ.iw,,.M,a
Adpilral Flertcher ordered all Ameri-

cana from the city. Five hundred refu-
gees who were packed like sardines on
board the gunfboat Wheeling and the
cruiser Tacorrna were transferred to
roomier quarters on the battleships Vir-
ginia, Rhode Island and New Jersey,
outside the harbor.

Tha steamship Morro Castle was ex-
pected tomorrow to take off all those
who wish to leave Tampico's vicinity.

Foreigners were safe, Fletcher an-

nounced by wireless, but he could not
answer specifically concerning Individ-
uals.
' The Spanish steamship Maria Chris-
tina was taking on stores here today,
preparatory to sailing this evening for
Tamplco to take Spanish refugees on
beard.

Englishman Viaita Carranza.
London. Dec. It. Dispatches telling

of a conference at Herrooslllo, Mexico,
between Major Martin Archer Shee, a
Conservative member of the British
house of commons, - and General Car-
ranza, Mexican rebel leader, caused con-
siderable goaslp, both in political and
business circles here, today.

Convinced, that the Huerta regime was
doomed, was some British interest open-
ing negotiations with the leader of the
one expected to succeed It? Waa the
question politicians and financiers asked
one another. If anyone could answer
the question, he preferred not to do so.
It was at heastcertaln that the major
did not represent the British govern-
ment, even unofficially, since, with a
Liberal administration, a Liberal emis-
sary assuredly would have been chosen.

Tha major's own version, as given in
cabled accounts of the conference, was
that the 'Mexican situation waa likely
enough to oomo up in parliament, and
he thought it best to Inform himself
concerning fit.

Carranza Disclaims Responsibility.
Tucson, Arts., Dec 13. General Car-rans- a,

Mexican constitutionalist leader,
has disclaimed responsibility for the
safety of W. S. Windham of Pasadena,
Cel., and B. M. Dunn, both Americana,
who are held for ransom by rebels In
Tepeo territory, Meaico. In a message
to N. V. Anaya. his agent here, Carran-- a

declared that the men were not held
by the military authorities in his juris-
diction. Windham and Dunn were em-

ployed on a ranch where they were cap-
tured.

Federals Capture Throe Towns.
Eagle Pass, Texas, Dec. 13. The cap-

ture by General Telles, Mexican federal,
of Gomes Palaclo, Lerdo and Torreon
waa reported hers today in mesaages
from Tetllrz himself to local federal
sympathisers. Torreon via taken, Telles
said, after eight desperate assaults. He
gave the number of rebels killed as 400
but did not mention his ewa losses.

A. I. Mason, the well known Hood
River grower, has Just received returns
on a carload of special Newtowns which
were sold in the Bremen, Germany, mar.
ket by the Northwestern Fruit Ex-
change of this city. The average price
for this grade and for offerings of 72s
lo 226s, was $1.80 per box, net, t. o. b.
Hood River. Considering the small
sires and the quality of this fruit the
sale is considered a record for the
season.

Regarding the general foreign trade
in apples, the Northwestern Fruit Ex-
change's London branch writes under
date of November 28, aa follows:
