City Attorney Believes There
Is Foundation for Assertions
Made by Harry Harris.

Believing that there s much in the
Harry Harrls case which has not been
made publle and that those whom ru-
mors have connected up with the case
ure doing evervihing possible to Kkeep
from bhelng deawn into the affair, City
Attorney La Roche sald yesterday that
tomorrow morning he would ask Mayor
Albee to empower him to make a thor-
ough Investigation.

Harry Harris was found guilty on a
vagrancy charge in Circult Judge Gat-
ens’ court Friday on an appeal from the
munleipnl court, e told, while on the
stand, of a gigantic scheme to collect
£160,000 a year from denizens of the
underworld, mentioning the names of
Attorneys Mann and Sllvestone and Jos
Singer as belng Inveolved in the alleged
“ring."”

Harrls also stated that a Yormer
member of the administration was con.
necled with the affalr, IHe refused to
divulge the name, however, but sald
that the man was still & public of-
ficin!, though In ne way connected with
the present city adminlstration.

Will Confer With Mayor.

The prosecution In the Harrls case
was handled by Deputy City Attorney
Stanley Myere, and after learning de-
talls of the case which were not clearly
brouglit out at the trial, Mr. La Roche
stuted that he would sea the mayor
Monday and ask that power be given 1o
the city attorney to sift the matter to
the bottom.,

“From statementas made to me and
from other information that has comae
Indirectly,” said Mr, La Roche, 1 am
satisfied that there Is something back of
the story related by Harris concerning
an alleged graft ring. If it Is true that
a member of the former administration
who Is still an official, although neot
conpected with the city government, Is
Involved In this case, the facts ought
to he made publie™

Under the charter the majyor ls glven
the power to make investigatons or ap-
point persons to do the work for him.
The city attorney helleves that Mayor
Albee wlll not hesltate to ler him go
to the bottom of the rumors which have
been heard from time to time

Favors Investigation.

Aayor Albee was asled yesterday
whether tha civil service board, which
has been conducting an investigation of
the police department, would delve Into
the charges made by Harris on the
stand or other rumors whirh have been
heard In which the names of members
of the police department or any civil
service employes have figured.

“It Is doubtful,” said the mayor, “that
tha civil gervice board will investigate
anything exeept that which concerns the
police department The Investigation
will llkely be confined to the civll ser-
vice employes of the clty and while
other names may have been mentioned
1 sea po reason why others should be
drawn Into It, If there are ‘higher-ups'
fnvolved the distriet attorney's offiece
should make w thorough Investigation,

While no dlrect stalements have heen
made, It Is Indlcated by Chalrman
George W, Caldwell of tha clvil service
board that its Investigation 1s about fin.
ished. It is known that tha civil ser-
vice board made a partial investigation
of the facts regarding the allegad graft
ring and secured affidavits from a
number of witnesses concerning their
part in the alleged transactions,
