Heretofore we have done
Httle more in Alasks than keép a few
policomen, &tationed at c¢losed doors,
to prevent bréaking and entéring, Now
that we are to opén the doors, we necd
more than a police farce, Mineral and
‘other resoufees must be opened 10 use;
the lands must be opened fo settie-
ment. .
“We aré to encourage the bullding
of industries and commerge, and the
making of homes and farms, in the
new territory. To do this we must
plan and bulld systems of roads and
tralls to connect the railroads, the
seaporis, towns dand farms, We must
plan the location of towns and pro-
vide facilities for settiement. Fuel
and power must be made svailable for
domestic and industrial uses. Reva-
nues must be provided without dis-
couragement to settlement and indus-
try, and there should be no bar te of-
forts for simplifying and bettering
taxdtlion methods,

@Governments Overlap,
“Alaska's problems are largely pecu-
liar to Alaska,
goverrifment thears 18 heterologous. In-
stead of ohe government in Alaska, we
have a number, inlerlocked, overlapped,
cumbersome and confu.lng
"“There i& & government of the
forests, a govertiment of the fisheries,
one of the reinde#r and natives, an-
other of the cables and telegraphs.
There I8 & government for certain pub-
lle lands and forests, anothér for
other lands and forests. Hach of
these governments ig Intent upopn its
own particular business, jealous of {ts
own success and prerogative! and sll
mré more or less unrelatad and inde-
pendent in their operation. Experience
has demonatrated that efficient ad-
ministration Is best secured by cen-
tralizing responseibility and authority
In the bands of & few, who ocan be
held to strict aceountability for the
results of their aotions, The pro-
posed deeviopment board for Alaska
follows this modern and well tested
plan for securing eﬂlclent ldmlnll-

tration.”
Bed Tape A'houll.

In pointing out some of the red
tapes caused by the present division
and muitiplication of authority in
Alaska, Becretary Lane says:

“There s one procedura for mak-
ing homeéstead, mineral and other land
entries within the natlona] forests;
another procedure for making such
entries in lands outside the foress re-
serves. Water power and power ‘sites
within the forest reserves are leased
and opesrated under permits from the
forest service; there is question as
to whether suthority exists for  dis-
posal or 1easing of water powers else-
where in Alaska,

“A ‘citizsen who wanted to lease an
island for fox farming, carried om &
correspondence with three different
departments, ~for several months, in

an effort to learn which had jurisdic-
tion and asuthority to make the lease.
It was finally decided that none of
them possessed this guthority. Certain
islands along the south coast of
Alaska may be leased by the depart-
ment of commerce; adjoining unre-
served islands may not be leased, but
may be acquired under the general
land laws, from the department of
the interior.

Laws.Are Contradiotory.

“The general laws forbld the ex-
portation of timber . €ut off public
lands in Algska, but p it exporta-
tion of pulp made from such timber.
There is no prolibition against expors
tation of timber cut In the forest re-
Herves,

“Many islands frequented by birds
are setl aside as game reserves and are
under the protection of the biologiemnl
sufvey, which sends a keeper In the
summeér (o guafd some of thé islands.
Game animalg throughout Alaska are
protected by wardens hired by and
under the direction of tae governor of
Alaska, wha enforces regulations made
by the department of Agriculture, and
are paid from an appropriation made
to and disbursed by the department of
the ‘interior. " Fur-bearing animals are
under the protection of wardens &ar-
pointed by the sécretary of commerca
who work undér regulations made by
the department of commerce. Game
animals are deer, moose, ecaribon,
mountain sheép, mountain goats, brown
bears, sea lions, and walruses. Fur-

bearing animala comprise rabbits,
squirrels, wolves, Iynx, mink, otteg
beaver, foxes and black bears.

“The bureau of fisheries employs one
wardenn and five deputy wardens for
the protection of fur-bearing animals
in the tarritory. QOame wardens ara
appo:ntéd by the governodr, and rang-
ers and other officers of the forast seér-
vice are authotized by the governor to
flso act as gamg wardens. The gov-
ernor’'s game wardens have also been
appointéd by the puresn of fisheries to
protect fur-bearing animals, but at
present only one person is serving jin
this dual capaocity. Forest rangera,
however, are not charged with ths pro-
tection of fur-bearing animals, and the
wardens and deputies of the bureaa
of fisharies have no authority over the
protection of game.”

Laws Ave Billy.

The secretary refers to the Incon-
gruity of the laws which distinguish
between black and brown bears, al-
though both miay be bern in the same
litter, and to the protection of the
glant brown bears on Kodiak Island.
