London, June 20.—"It was & great
triumph for the women's cause'” This
Was the seemingly paradoxical com-
ment made today by Lady Abercon-
way, leading advoeate among Eng-
land's titled women of female fran-
¢hise, on the debates In the house of
lords which resulted in the rejection
nf I.ord Belborne's bill to glve the
parliamentary vote to the million of
women in the .British Isles who al-
ready have the
ballols In municipal elections.

Although the measure was logt by &

vote of 104 to 60, Its most ardent sup- [

purters did not expect to be able to
muster more than 30 In its favor. Lady
Aberconway had in’ mind the note-
woerthy cireumstances that this most
reactiopary legislative body in the
world@ had seen fit to devote two whole

. fdaya to an earnest and serious con-

sideration of the question, rather than
the result. Lierd Belborne's purpose
was merely to attract attention to the
subject, and 1?;ldentally to emphasiza
the fact that the leaders of the house
nf eommons, more than a majority
of whose members last vyear were
pledged - to vole for woman suffrage,
tricked the women by not letting the
measura reach the voting stage,

Party Ldnes Obliterated.

It was the first time in history that
the lords had even discussed the sub-
fect, A significant feature of the re-
#ult, from the muffragist's standpoint,
was the fact that party lines were ob-
Iherated, Tha' bill, introduced by a
unionist, was admittedly a TUnionist
mensure. The present muniecipal fran-
ohise for women bheing based on prop-
erty qualifications, tha natural pre-
sumption was that the U"nlonists would
henefit by this addition of a mlillion
electors Yet the votes in favor of
it were about equally divided between
Liberals and Unlonists.

The posaltion of the men advocates

the suffrage, whose zeal for the
cause hag not diminished by the relgn
of militancy, which they heartily con-
demm is Indicated In a statement made
by the Earl of Lytton, the Conssarva-
live prer whosea own sister, a follower
of the Pankhursts, is now a confirmed
invalld as the result of her prison ex-
periences,

“l1 have every reason to detest the
action of the militants," sald Lord
l.ytton, “because that pollecy makes in-
finitely harder the task in which I
have been engaged. It has been my
palnful experience to be brought very
clesely In contact with the .results of
the militant movement. I have seen
the sacrifice of health, the sacrifice
nlmost of lfe {tself, of some .who are
very dear to me,

“l have reen the expenditure of hu-
muan qualitles which I consider to be
nn rare and as preclous as anything
'he nation possesses, given to a cause
whilch In Itself 18 as great and noble
us ¢an be found, but given In such a
way ms to defeat the very object
sought, It I8 nothing less than a
tragedy that these magnificent quall-
tles are bheing thrown away.

Woman's Movement in England,

Commenting upon the porgress made
in Englund {n the past few vear: by
the women's movement, Lord Lytton
obmerved:

“It has been phenomenal,

ll:

unprece-

dented and unparalleled by any other !

political movement In the countrys'
history. In no other movement has
there been shown such zeal, enthusi-
axm and spiritual force, Wherever
women have been organized for trade,
profession or occupation they have ex-
presged themselves Iin favor of woman
suffrage. One hundred and seventy-
nine city or town councila or other
municipal bodles have petitioned for
the extenslon of female franchise to
the parliamentary vote; also 50 trade
ccunciys®and 35 trade unlons, and the
principle is now supported by the La-
bor and Independent Labor parties,
which embrace the whole field of the
working classes of the country.

“The National! Unlon of Woman Buf- !

rage socleties (tha constituional or-
genization) has 480 affiliated soclaties
wish 63,000 subseribing
total of 100,000 avowed supporters, and
a yearly income of §225,000. In their
pllgrimage from all parts of Eneland
to Leondon last vear they held 450
me«etings and collected more than
$40,000 from sympathizers en route,

The Women's Social and Political
union (the mjlitants) has 15,000 adher-
ents, and an Income of $180,000. They
held regularly from 200 to 200 meete
ings & week the year round. Alto-
gether, 2000 petitions for woman suf-
fr. ge have been prescnted to parlia-
ment, representing more than a million
h’m“'ll

In Lord Lytton's opinion, these sta-
tisties are quite sufficient to refute
the oft repeated statement by oppo-
nents of woman sufrfage in England
that there is no real demand on the

part of the women of the country to
vote.

ROMES BLACK WORLD
PREPARING T AGAI
COME INTO 7S OWN

First Official Reception Given
by the Spanish Ambassa-
dor Marks a New Era.,

CHURCH PRELATES THERE

Preparations Under Way for Showing
in the Future That Will Eclipse
Italian Rivals.

Rome, June 20.—The “black world”
of Rome is once more to come into its
pwn, “an own” that at one time made
it the most famous and the most bril-
lant society to be found In any court
in Europe. The steps just taken to
this end constitute the latest of the
long series of reforms marking the
pontificate of Pope Pius which have
had for their common end the break-
'Ing away of the vatican from the tra-
Jditions of the past and placing it in
relation with the actual conditions ef
today. i

When the Itallans in 1871 wrested
Rome from the popes and made It the
capital of their new United Kihgdom
of Italy, Pope Pius IX inaugurated a
policy of perpetual protest. This his
followers have ever faithfully adhered
to. As far as the pope himself was
concerned, 1e locked himself up in the
vatican and has ever since remained
there, a voluntary prisoner. As re-
gards the long 1ist of historic noble
families residing at Rome and for cen-
turies previous dependent on the
church for their grandeur and great-
ness, they too, at the request of the
pope, went into mourning and protest.

In contrast to this “black world"” ot
the old noble, papal families, the fol-
lowers and supporters of the new
king of Italy established for them-
srlves a “walte world” of soclety. A=
the former more and more sank into
oblivion of its self-imposed protest,
the latter grew more and more bril-
liant. A few of the old papal families,
unable to exist without something of
the social brilllance in which their an-
cestors had participated for centuries
past, cama over and joined the “white
world.” The majority, however, re-
meined faithful to the mandate of the
pope.

Now, just when the old “black =soci-
ety"” meemed all but to have ceased to
exist, Pope Pius has lifted every re-
striction And at one bound the “black
world” has been rejuvenated {f not
actually recreated. The new order of
th.ngs was lnaugurated at the first of-
ficlal reception given by Count de la
Vinaza, the new Spanish ambassador
to the papal court, and his wife. It
took place in the magnificent Span-
fsh palace, the permanent seat of the
embassy in the Plazza Jd! SBpagna, and
which, during the centuries of the oid
order of t1ings was the scene of some
of the most brilliant social gatherings
in the world.

For the first time In 40 years, the
high dignitaries of the papal court, as
well as the officers of the wvarious
pontifical military corps, appeared at
this function in official dress and
decorations. Until the occasion of
this function no members of the vatl-
can corps or vatican court hgd for 40
years, ever worn the uniform or of-
ficial dresa outside the vatican . walls.
The guests also inoluded tae largest
list of cardinals that has attended any
social function in Rome since 18T70.

Although tne reception- under the
new order of things marked the close
of the Roman social season for this
| ¥ear, no secret is made of the fact
that the “black world” is preparing for
the surprise next fall that is Intended
to eclipse entirely the headway al-
ready made by the “walte world” at
Rome.

In the midst of the general surprige
i occasioned by this new order of things
no secrat Ia made that at least
amongst members of the “black warld"”
the greatest portion of the surprise

Japanese Conceal
News of Epidemic

Travelers Say That mhu is Raging
in Tokyo, But Reports Have Been
Suppressed by Officials.

Pekin, China, June 20.—How effect-
ively the Japanese government con-
trols the dissemination of news, partly
through subsidized news agencies and
partly through censorship, is {llus-
trated by the fact that European and
American papers have contalned little
or no information”of the typhus epi-
demic which has been raging in Japan
for the lest three months. While the
mortality from typhus has been ex-
ceeded only by that from the plague
and {ts eradication is fully as diffi-
cult, the world has been kept in ig-
norance of the present frightful healtn
conditions in Japan, merely in order
to protect the country’'s tourist indus-
try.

Travelers returning here from Japan
say that_typhus is epldemic in many
cities in Japan, and that numerous
cases of the plague have appeared. She
United States official public health
report for April states that in Febru-
ary typhus became epidemic in Tokyo
and that from March 20 to April §
1750 cases were reported. The report
for May states that from April 18 to
April 27 seventeen plague cases and
2820 typhus cases were reported in
Tokyo.

These figures, it is believed, under-
state the situation, as, according to
the Umnited States health reports, the
Japanese have reported many typhua
cases as typhoid.

Government Owned
Roads Troublesome

Italy Pindg She Has Been Carefully
Nurturing Serpent in Bosom—Real-
ization Comes With Proposed Strike,

Rome, June 20.—Italy has just dis-
covered that in its carefully nurtured
system of government owned railways
it has been harboring Iin Iits bosom a
serpent that not only can, but may, at
any moment, turn and sting it to death.
This rather uncomfortable realization
came about as the result of the recent
threatened strike of the 145,000 em-
ployes who now draw salarieg from the
state through their rallway connection.
The latter suddenly ecrystalized very
much like a hostile army In the very
heart of the country. In fact they
gave ample demonstration that they
could do more towards reducing Italy
to quick starvation and surrender than
an outselde Invading army of the same
slze could possibly hope to do.

Thanks to the vigorous measures
taken by the government, the threat-
ened strike did not get further than
the talk stage. Yet, before it was fin-
ally called off, Italy was forced to re:
alize that ghe has created within her-
eelf a power that can riss at any mo-
ment and by paralyzing the entire in-
dustrial 1life of the country paralyze
also the govirnment itself.

Must Pay Third of
Income in Taxes

L.ondon, June 20.—TUrmder the new
scheme of taxation iIntroduced by
David Lloyd-George, chancellor of the
exchequer, in his budget for 1914-15, a
man having an income from a capital
of $5,000,000 will have to pay one-
third of his income in taxes. In the
first place he has to pay 28 cents on
every $5 in income tex; then he has
to pay a similar amount in supertax,
and when he dies $1 on every $5 of
what s left has to be paid for death
and estate duties. The total is figured
at just under one-third of the income,

'NUMBER OF SUICIDES
BY BOYS IN' SCHOOL
CROWING IN GERMANY

Parents Blamed for Driving
Sons to Destruction When
They Fail in Studies.

EDUCATION IS MAGNIFIED

In No Other Country Is Bookkeeping
Given Importance It Holds im
Fatherfand,

Berlin, June 20.—The end af the
school term in Germany has agaln
been marked with the psychological
problem and &nnual manifestation
which has confronted school authori-
ties and government for years—the in-
evitable epidemic of suicides of school
children.

Again the stiff annual spring examsr-
nations have literally proved the “hari-
karl” for bovs nervously broken down
by overstudy under the tremendous
pressure of the German_school system.
These boys preferred death to the re-
proaches of father and mother and the
gibes of their campanions because they

failed.
Driving Sons to Death.

Just how many familles have dis-
covered too late that they were driving
thelr sons to death by their goading,
their threats If they did not pass, their
reproaches because the boys did not
learn faster, and dally upholding be-
fore them that they would be the dis-
grace of their parents if they falled, Is
not yet known, as all the returns are
not in. The number, however, is sald
to be in excess of last spring.

In Berlin Hans Jirjahn, aged 18,
failed to pass In high school and
promply fired the contents of an auto-
matic pistol into his chest. The same
day the 15-year-old son of a printing
house proprietor threw himself in
front of a train at the Jannowits sta-
tion and was ground to death. In the
pocket of his coat was found a note
It read: “I failed. I cannot go home.”
| That same afternoon the body of a boy,
aged 17, son of a clerk in the city
council, was fished out of the river
Spree. He, too, had falled in his ex-
amination.

In no country {s education the
“gate,” in fact the only entrance, to
employment, occupations and profes-
slons, as in Germany. Almost every
occupation or callilng except menial
work is barred to.all except those wheo
have succeeded in obtaining the omne
year certificate or diploma, which en-
tittes the holder to serve but one year
in the army instead of two and to a
large extent practically determines his
social and economlic chances fdr the
future.

Suicides Number Pifty.

The suicides, which some vyears
have numbered as high as fifty,
are attributed by physiclans and

The cause of the sulcides, which

some years have numbered as high as
50, are attributed by physicians and
authorities on the subject to several
causes. Chief among these are over-
study, exaggeration of the disgrace of
fatlure In examinations, the foolish-
ness and lack of consideration on th:
part of parents in telling their children
that fallure spells mental and Intel-
lectual Inferiority, and too little at
tention pald. to physieal training.
Privy Councillor Adolf Mathlas, a
specialist on the subject. sald that
suicides of schoolboys were fearfully
on the increase. He. cons' 'ared that
the cause and fault was v'.I, the par-
ents rather than with the schugls. One
thing. he sald, which teachers and par-
ents often fail to recognize and under-
stand is that children who are slow to
acquire book knowledge ip school and
In that respect appear stupld, often
are the most sensitive and impression-
able and required delicate and censible
handling, He added that these very

children often prove most successful
later in life.

This notion that a limited monarch
enjoys the limit of monotony came to
me first when I saw the king and
queen of Denmark riding through the
streets In one of the royal processions,
It happened that I was so placed as
{to see a great deal of what went on.
The procession itself paled the in-
effectual glories of the world's five
greatest shows. What with the Horse
Guards, jingling in silver armor down
straets lined with a vividly red sol-
dlery wupon the blackest, sleckest
horses that ever shimmered under
}London'a pale lemon sun, and the six
horse carriages of state in which the
great folk rode, the near horse in each
pair ridden by a wigged and velvet
jacketed postillion, and the dancing
banners of England and Denmark
overhead, the color show was Inspir-
iting. Then I began to get behind
the scenes.

A Duke and Nis Pipe.

In a crested and éushioned automo-
bile which preceded the state carriages
sat one of the royal dukes, all alone.
He held in his teeth-an enormous briar
pipe.

Unless Fleet street opinion
is in error, each of these limited mon-
archs is making a bid for personal
popularity In these times, when
thrones are no more sacred than they
have been In dasys past.

King George Was Bared.

After all, King Christian is young,
and by that faet still resilent. The
true tragedy of reigning came to me
that night, when I saw King George
and Queen Mary entertainming their
majesties of Denmark at the opening
of the military tournament at the
Olympic. They sat in a nice, prim,
uninterested line in the royal box.
Now and then they smiled automatical-
ly¥. Occasionalfy a look of animation
crossed King Christian’s features. He
being still young, 28 has been re-

Royalty Can’'t Relax.

I became engrossed in the pursuit
of royalty.

were unable to maintain the pace. By
and by each would lean back, and that
curtein of utter lack of interest would
fall over them. They seemed to need
a rewinding for each vegiment.

And that isn’t all. To be a reigning
monarch nowadays demands a certain
muscular endurance. The king and
queen walked over the Aldershot fileld
and so did I; and by and by my heels
began to throb, and the dust settled in
my ears, and I went back to town. The
monarchs couldn’'t. ¥ach day for the
week they walked or rode the greater
part of the daylight, which doesn’'t fall
into dust until about 8 o'clock. Each
night they held various sorts of levees,
as they do almost every night. They
have about the privacy enjoyed by the
Circasslan woman at a circus.

Priests for the
Italian Emigrants

Pope Ping BEstablishes s College AS
Rome for Eduoatiom of Clergymen
to Pollow Italiang %0 America.

Rome, June 20.—Italian emigration
to the United Btates has now become
s0 large and so0 ever-ingreasing that
its spiritual welfare is Pereafter to
become & permanent part of the Vati-
can organization at Rome.

Pope Plus, who Iin the past few
years, has instituted several depart-
ments for the benefit and assistance
of emigrants, has recently established
a permanent college at Rome for the
education of priests who are to de-
vote, the remainder of their lives to
work amongst the Italian emigrants in
America. The course in this college
will~cover a period of two years, and
Pope Pius has ordered that the most
important study be that of English
He believes that the only way In
which the Italians smigrating to the
United States can be kept in church is
through the influence of priests of
their own nationality, but priests who
are so thoroughly familiar also with
the English language and American
customs that they will be able to look
after their parishioners as the latter,
because of thelr unfamillarity “with
the language of their newly adopted
country, cannot do for themselves.

Emigration figures presented to
Pope Pius, and which were largely re.
sponsible for his establishing the new
college, show that at the present time
Italian emigration to the two Ameri-
cas aggregate half a million a year.
From 100,000 to 200,000 return to Italy
each year, but’' Pope Plus has declded
the numbers remaining justify special-

Buenos Aires, JJune 20.—The May
Eighth, the municipa] loan bank of
Buenos Aires, is about to sell at pub-
lle auction three pieces of jewelry, in-
cluding a string of pearls, a diamond
pendant and a diamond necklace,
valued at $500,000.

The largest dlamond Is 55 carats.

These jewels were left with the
bank in October, 1913, as security for
a loan of $100,000. The first interest
was paid for. three mooths, but since
that time there has been no adviee
from the owner or any attempt to re-
cover the gems.

It is #ald that these jewels, which
comprise the most waluable in the
republic, were pawned by the Duke of
Orleans, while in_South America last
Year.

British Lord Is

London, June 20.—Scathing remarks
were uttered by Justice Darling in ref-
erence to Lord Baye and Sele, control-
er of the king's household and a direct
descendant of one of the 26 barons in-
trusted with the enforcement by King
John of the provislons of Magna
Charta,

The inclaunt occurred at the Old Bal-
ley, whers sentence was pronounced on
the nine British army officers and
eight civillan employes of Lipton's,
Limited, who were charged with con
spiracy to offer or accept bribes in
connection with the allotment of army
canteen contracts,

Lieutenant Colonel Whitaker of the
Becond Yorkshire regiment, the high-
est in rank of the prisoners, was sen-
teniced to six months' Imprisonment.
Whitaker pleaded for mercy. The gray
old veteran who has merved In
Britlsh army for 28 years broke down
and sald he had acted on the persua-
slon of Colonel Fiennes, now Lord
SBaye and Sele, who then was lleutenant
colonel of the Royal Seots Fusiliers.

Justice Darling, referring to Fiennes'
letter which Whitaker declared had
led him astray, said:

“The letter shows sad decadence
from the traditions of a great family.
I myself, if I belonged fo such a fam-
ily, would starve rather than get my
Ilving by cadging for orders for beer.”

Willlam Fiennes, eighth Lord Baye
and Bele, with Lord Brook and Lord
Warwick established a colony in Con.
