Surgeons Abandon
Radium as a Cure

Germnn Specialists Are Now Coufining
Themsslves to Roentgen Rays in the
Treatment of Cancer.

Berlin, Aug. 1.—Germany’s greatest
surgery specialists have abandoned tha
use of radium for the treatment of
cancer and are now confining them-
selves extclusively to the Roentgen
rays.

Among them s Professor Bumm, ai-
rector of the women's clinic of the
Umniversity of Berlin, who has Just pre-
sented a number of women cured of
citncer by the Roentgen method.

The surgeon general of the German
army, Prufessor Bler, who is also the
head of the surgical faculty of the uni-
versity here, Is another who has re-
nounced falth Iin radium,

The surgeons say patients are treat-
ed with apparent success by radium
and dischargéd as elther Improved or
cured, but shortly afterward they re-
veal evidences of a return of the dis-
ease in other parts of the body.

With the amendments to the traffic
ordinance drafted by W. L. Brewster,
commissionser of public affalrs, pedes-
trians are given the right of way over
all traffic except street cars and emer-
gency vehlelés, when crossing wireets
where no traffip officars are stationed.

The ordinance with its amendments
