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BELGIAN ENGINEERS
STRENGTHEN FORTS
ALONG MEUSE RIVER

Nancy, France, Aug. 7.—Belgian en-
gineers were still engaged today in
strengthening thelr fortificgtions at
Namur, according to advices from
across the frontier.

The town was already strongly fortl-
fled and with the additional defenses
provided since the attack on Liege
began, it was deciared It would prova
an even more formidable obsztacle to
the German advance than the one
they already face, .

Military men here expressed the
opinion that Liege itseif will continue
indefinitely to make good {ts resist-
ance against the kaiser's troops, but
should it finally fall, It was stated the
Belgians would simply retire to Namur
and there would be a repetition on a
still larger scale of what has already
transpired.

German Defeat General.

Not only at Liege, but all along tha
Belgian-German frontler, it was learned
today, have the Germans been checked.
At Liers, to the north of Liege, thay
were completely beaten. From BSpa,
to the southward, they wera driven
back to Pepinster.

Everywhere their losses have been
enormous. The Belgians were heavily
outnumbered but their defenses were
impregnable, and, fighting behind
them, they have suffered but little,
while raining lead and steel into tha
invaders' ranks,

Many Small Encounters.

Along the Franco-German frontier,
from the Luxemburg to the Swiss hor-
der, thers have been dozens of petty
skirmishes between French and QGer-
‘man scouting parties. In the aggre-
gate, the number of casualtles has
been considerable, but no single en-

L

gagement has been of much conse-
quence,

At Nanecy, lying so close to German
territory, considerable alarm was feit
when the war first broke out. 8o
effective has the French and Belgian
resistance proven thus far, however,
that uneasiness has passed and the
townspeople are full of confidence.

The sireets are full of soldlers and
the hospitals with French and German
wounded.

Lemons and Sugar
Advance in Price

Cutting O1f of Bicilian Citrus Product
Oauses Jump of 10 30 25 Cents;
Sugar Is Up 50 to 756 Cents.
Lemons jumped on the Portland mar-

ket today because of the war in Europe.
While the normal price is 25 cents per
dozen, quotations range from 30 to 50
cents, according to size and quality.
This is because the supply from Bicily,
whieh ordinarily takes care of much of
the demand on the Atlantic coast, can
not be secured becauss ships' sallings
have been annulled and California and
the gulf coast are called on to fill the
whole domestic demand.

But the lemon isn’'t the only food
product that is feeling the pressure of
war. Bugar today made its most sen-
sational leap in the history of the mar-
ket. Advances have been going on
steadily, but the latest quotation by
one refinery showed a rise of 556 cents
per 100 pounds, while another ad-
vanced the price 75 cents. Indications
point to still greater rises.

Imported olives and canned goods of
all descriptions brought In from
abroad are vaulting in price because
wholesalers have to pay more and are
passing the buck to the retailers, who
do the same to the ultimate consumer,
who pays.

Coffee, tea and splces—all of which
depend upon the ships—have under-
gone a sharp advance also,

Druggists report advances in the
price to them of all the alkaloids and
basiec drugs. It lg believed this will
huve i{ts effect presently at the pre-
scription counter. Most of these drugs
are manufactured in Hurope.

American Ships to

Those desiring to send money to
friends and relatives abroad may take
advantage of the government's relief
scheme by making deposits for the
benefit of American travelers with the
treasury department at Washington
and with the sub-treasuries at San
Francisco, Chicago, New Orleans, Bal-
timore, Boston, St. Louls, New York,
Cincinnati and Philadelphia. These
fiscal agencies will issue receipts for
the funds so deposited and on arrival
of the warship in Europe government
officials will endeavor to the best of
their ability to locate the beneficlaries.
Money not turned over to those to
whom it is consigned will be refund-
ed after the government has reim-
bursed Itself for the expense of the
operation.
