No. 10—How Should a Baby Grow.
By Anna Steese Richardson.
(Copyright, 1014, by the Woman's
Home Companion.)

(These articies are based on ques-
tlons asked by mothers who have
turned to the Woman's Home Com-
panlon for assistance in the difficult
and delicate task of Trearing thelr
bables. Each questlon presented and
answered hera was asked not by ene
but by many mothers.

1.—What does
welgh at birth?

Beven pounds.

2.—How fast should he gain?

During the first few days, nothing.
He generally loses a few ounces, After
that he should gain six ounces a week,
some weeks g little more, some woeks
a little less, so that at the end of six
months he welghs 14 pounds, or has
doubled hig weight, whatever It was.
After that he galna littla more slowly,
three or four ounces & week, At a
year, he should weigh three times as
much as at birth, If he does not show
this gain, a phyvs=leian should be con-
sulted. A thin baby may seem healthy,
but he is not. A normally healthy
baby should be fat, not heavy or jJumpy
but moderately fat,

3.—How shall T weigh my baby?

" Opn the regulation baby scale with a
platform and basket. The ordinary
dial ar spring scale offered for weigh-
ing bables I useless, The best subsati-
tute is a2 grocer's small sized platform
scale. The baby ehould be weighed
before he i8 bathed and fed. He should
be stripped for each welghing and &
record be Kept.

4, —Does height Indicate good health?

Not necessarily, but if a baby does
not grow he is not normal. At a month,
the average baby measures about 204
inches; at & mos., 22 inches: at 6 moa.,
24 inches; at 1 year, 27 Inches, This
