The British naval victory off the Falkland islands demonstrates again

the Overwhelming necessity for big gun3 and high speed in modern war-
ships. Chance in a naval contest, if waged on the surface, seems to have
vanished. Given the calitfre of the guns and the power of the engines
and the result is infallibly predictable.
