If Laying Unnecessary Mains

By installing water meters the city
will cut down the amount of bonds is-
sued for new construction.

These two amounts together consti-
tute a fixed charge, and according to
figures given by Commissioner Daly,
this fixed charge I8 steadily increas-
ing at the rate of $25,000 a year,

If the city continues to issue bonds
for needless malns where water abuses
abound, it will be only a few years
before the fixed charge will amount
to more than the total revenues per
vear of the waler bureau, says Daly,
and as a result the water bureau will
find itself stranded.
