Oregon' victory over the whole
fruit-produci- ng section of, the United
States west of the Mississippi river
in Its display at the Panama-Pacifi- c

International exposition was declared
by. John F. Logan, a member of the
Oregon commission, to. be a mighty
tribute not only to Oregon's fruit, but
to the setting in which it was placed
and the symbolical character of itsarrangement.. -

Mr. Logan said last night that the
exhibit, placed, in the general horti-
cultural building beside that of Cal-
ifornia on the one side and Washing-
ton on the other, afforded a contrast
that was commented upon by hun-
dreds of visitors.

"Washington's exhibit cost about
$7000.; California's much more; Ida-
ho's 13000 and Oregon's only $1600,"
said Mr, Logan. "Yet by artistic nat-
ural arrangement supplementing the
fruit itself, Oregon took away pre-
mier honors. Our exhibit was the only
one that was framed in natural wood
logs from our forests that - gave sug-
gestions of resources other than fruit,
though it was setting off tbe fruit ex-
hibit. It was the apples from Hood
River, the prunes from the Willamette
valley, the peaches from the Rogue
and the small fruits from all parts
of the Oregon rruit country mat too
the eye. Upon C; M. Ravlln of Hood
River falls much of the credit for this
display. ;

;

"One must understand that the hor-
ticultural award Just noted covers the
exhibit as a whole. Individual dis-
plays making up the exhibit will come
in for .Independent prises. It must
also be borne in mind that this ex-

hibit was distinct from the exhibits
in the Oregon state building, whicli
were not eligible .for prizes. There-
fore, Oregon, out of its comparatively
small appropriation, had to maintain
two exhibits. And yet she won first
place.

"I note from dispatches that Oregon
has also been awarded a number of

cultural products. O. E. Freytag of
Oregon Uiiy was in cnarss i iiiis um- -
slon, and had large part in arranging
the display."

Mr, Logan's exultation over the hor-
ticultural victory - was enhanced be-

cause of the participation of California
in the competition. Even Hawaii had
entered her fruit products. Colorado,
Idaho. Nebraska, Iowa, Missouri. A-
rkansaspractically all the states in
the western tier 200 miles wide had
entered their finest.

"The dectoton was by. no means
close," said Mr. Logan. "It was con-
ceded on all sides that Oregon's: was
the best. At any rate, it was the only
state. that undertook to carry out the
state idea in its decoration as well ss
in the exhibit itself."
