England Will Have
American Surgeons

Great Britain's Newest and Largest
Fielq Hospital Is to Be Manned by
United States Volunteers,

New York, June 12.—Great Britain's
newest and largest field hosplital is to
be manned by American surgeons, ac-
cording to medical authorities here/

The medica]l schools of Harvsard, Co-
lumbia and Johns Hopi:ns universitiss
will provide 32 surgeons and physi-
cians and also will collegt a party of
76 American nurses to serve In the
hospital. The first detachment will
sail about the middle of June.

The surgeons and nurses, it is an-
nounced, sre to be sent at the request
of the British suthorities, to whom the
ldea of equipping the hospital with
American surgeons was suggetsed by
Sir William Osler, formerly of Johns
Hopkins university, ncw professor af
medicine In Oxford. The plan is to
Fave one-fourth of the American stalf
composell of men of eminent standing,
the rest to be younger mien serving
under the masters. The universities,
according to the announcement, will
bear the exponse of the corps, the
equipment and transportatioa to be
raid by Great Britain.

sented, and of the allegations made, to-
gether with a reiteration of the or-
iginal demands as made, constitute a
very different situation from that
which existed when the original de-
mand was made. As I have before
siated, my fear has been that, owing
to feeling existing in Germany, the
government might, upon receipt of
such a note under such circumstances,
break off diplomatic relations and thus
create a situation out of which war
might come without the Iintention of
either side. .

Sure Wilsom Doesn't Want War.

“] am gure that the president does
not want war and that the people do
not want war, I have no reason to
believe that elther the German govern-
ment or the German peopls want war.
But war, a calamity at any time, is
especizily to be avoided now becauss
cur nation is relied upon by both neu-
trals and belligerents as the one nation
which can exert an influence toward
bringing that war to an end If we/
were, by accident, to be drawn into the
conflict, we would not ‘only surrender
the opportunity to act as a mediator,
but we might become responsible for
drawipg other nations into .the con-
flict.
