PUBLIC SAFETY FORUM

Auxiliary to Chamber of
Commerce Organized and
Committee Named.

At a meeting of delegates represent- -

inf public service corporations, manu-
facturing enterprises, commercial or-
ganizations, department stores and
civic organizations, a "Safety Forum"
was established last night as an aux-
iliary of the Chan.ber of Commerce.
The idea is to promulgate education
along the lines of the "Safety First"
movement. Nearly 70 delegates were
present.

The main addresses were delivered
by Frank J. Lonergan, of the legal de-
partment of the Portland Railway,
Light & Power company, who spoke on
tho subject. "The Value of Human
Life;" Harvey ells, atate insurance
commissioner, whose subject was,
The Price of Inefficiency." and Wil-

liam A. Marshall, chairman of the
etate industrial accident commission,
tho title of wtioso address was "Con-
serving Human Energy."

"Accidents cost Oregon $10,000 a
day," declared Mr. Marshall. "The ac-

cidents in factories, mines and con-
struction work of all kinds totaled S610
last year and 110 of these were fataJ,"
continued the commissioner.

"Nor do I Include accident fn agri-
cultural or mercantile pursuits or pro-
fessions.

"The loss of time due to accident
amounted 2750 potential work years
of a man. Accidents cause over 400
workmen to be continuously idle.

"The loss last year In actual and
poKKibJe earnings was $2,800,000; the
Insurance cost was Jl.000,000; it means
over $3,000,000 loss to the state."
