But
when the day dawned they could be
seen hurriedly speeding down the
rocky declivities and retreating' In full
force 'down the river for seven miles
and then crossing- over, continuing on
toward Sardine creek, a short distance
away. Th ; troops ? hastily mounted
their horse and pursued th retreat-
ing hostiles and overtook them on the
opposite side of the river. Instead
of halting and offering battle, they
scattered, in hast right and left, even
deserting their ' squaw and children,
who fell into the hands of the soldiers.
Th rest could hot b overtaken, and
their pursuit was not continued. Thvra
were SO among those captured, - who
were delivered over to General Lane,
since Major Kearney had no place at
which to retain, them. These were
then conveyed to a place about where
Grants Pass Is now located, and placed
in the custody of Governor Gaines,
who had proceeded that far south.
This was July 7, 1851. With these
captives in his possession, the gov-
ernor Induced about 11 of the more
prominent Indians, with 100 others
of th tribe, to com in Trom the field,
surrender and maka peace.

Upon .. a little point under the
shadowy walls of Tabl.rock was en-
acted the treaty of September 10. 1853,
In which the Rogue River Indians re-
linquished their land title and agreed
to remove to reservations provided for
them. At the armistice preceding, it
was agreed between the chiefs and
military commanders that at the coun-
cil at the rock all should 4e unarmed
and equal in numbers. ' But when the
whites approached the . council . grounds
they were horrified to behold .700 In-
dians all armed and reclining upon the
grassy arena. ; Captain.
