Sightseeing Car
Measure Prepared

Ordinance Denigned to Fix Bate, and
Establish Physical and Teohnioal
Fitness of Drivers of Machines,

The ordinance sought by the Cham-
ber of Commerce to regulate taxicaba
and sightseeing cars has been preparad
and will be presented to the city coun-
cil soon. The measure was drafted by
a committes representing the Cham-
ber of Commerce, taxicab and sight-
seeing car owners, hotel men and the
city. :

Under the proposed ordinance drivers
must pass s medical examination and
demonstrate their ability to handles a
machine properly. The drivers must |
be at least 21 years old and be able
to speak English, License fees rang-
ing from 30 to §50 a year are pro-
vided for machines up to six passen-
gers.

The proposed measurs fixes maxi-

mum rates which taxicab and sight-
seeing car drivers may charge. These
rates range from $3 to §4 an hour, ac-
cording to the seating capacity of the
machine,
