Oregon City, Or., May 4. The plant
of the Crown-Willamet- te Pulp and Pa-
per company in Oregon City will be
enlarged In the near future, according
to a report from an authoritive souro.

Local mill men will neither deny nor
confirm the report. The head office of
the mill is located in San Francisco
and the plans are formed at that place,
say local mill officials.

The company has completed the pur-
chase of two new plants, a pulp mill at
Ocean Falls, B. C, and the other at
Marshfield.

According to Louis Bloch, vice pres-
ident of the company, a $2,500,000 pa-
per mill will be built at Ocean Falls,
as an addition to the pulp mill now
there. The sulphite mill equipment,
now a part of the Coos Bay plant, will
be moved to Ocean Falls, and two new
paper machines have been ordered for
the mill at Ocean Park.

The property at Ocean Falls consists
of 60,000 acres of timber, adapted for
pulp and paper purposes, and a saw-
mill that is capable of cutting 400,000
feet of lumber per day.

After the consolidation of the Crown
and the Willamette mills, it was aald
that new buildings would be erected.
Ground suitable for this purpose is now
being used to store pulp, which is used
la the summer months.

According to this report a 126 Inch
Fourdiner paper machine will be In-

stalled in the new buildings. With the
increase of business due to the Eu-
ropean war, the enlargement of the
Hawley mill, and announcement of
plans to enlarge the Crown-Willamet- te

mill, doee not come as a surprise. f
