SEARCH OF LOCATION
 FOR HUGE SHIPYARD

Representative, in San Fran-
cisco, Says $5,000,000 Is
Available Immediately.

Oakland, Cal, May 20.—(P, N, 8.)—
A $6,000,000 shipyard and drydock may
be erected In San Franclisco or Oakland
with English capital, according to Cap-

tain Nathan Thompson, who 18 now
making a tour of the Paclific coast
with the purpose of locating the best
site for such an undertaking.

Captain Thompson, who Is a member
of the Belfast fusiliers, has been sent
here by & syndicate of London capital-
ists who consider the Pacific coast as
an ideal location for such an invest-
ment. The present plans are to con-
struct one merchantman and two light-
ers here evepy year and to place them
into the trans-Pacific trade as well as
on the coastwise and canal runs.
Captain Thompson arrived in Oak-
land today from Vancouver, and Iis
making a tour of the east bay water-
front in company of Mayor John L.
Davie and a number of Oakland offi-
elals. While the visltor refused to di-
vulge the ldentity of the syndicate he
represents, he presented the proper cre-
dentials to Mayor Davie, who said to-
day that the plans are bona fide and
legitimate. In regard to the possibility
of locating the yard on San Francisco
bay, Captain Thompson sald today;

“[ cannot say at this time whether
San Francleco will be the place. But
even a casual observation has shown
that this Is the most logical location
for the yards and the dock and if oth-
er conslderations are as favorable as
that one, my people will undoubtedly
locate here.” '

Kinley and as they walked up a leafy
path to her home, two men ran out of
the shadows, Recognizing Fluellen,
the woman flung herself between him
and McKinley. Fluellen fired, accord-
ing to his confession, and McKinley
fell dead,

Mrs, Stelnkamp ran, pursued by the
pair, who caught her when she reached
her home. They stifled her cries and
carried her to an automobile and then
drove at high speed for the open coun-
try.

Interstate _Commerce Com-
mission Dismisses Action to
Lower Valley Rates.

RATES "FOUND JUSTIFIED

Complaint Was Made by XK, 8. Gile &
Co. of Balem Against Southern Pa-
cifid; Aotion om NRehearing.

Washington, May 20, —(WAFHING-
TON BUREAU OF THE JOURNAL.)—
Rates to Portland, Or,, having Lesn es-
tablished under the Influence of water

competition and the back haul rate to
Willamette valley being graded in ac-
cordance with the rule that '‘rates to
intermediate points shal] not exLceed
76 per cent 9of the local rates’” tha inter-
state commfssion, today on a rehearing,
dismissed the complaint of H. 8 Glle
& Co., of Balem, against the Suuthern
Pacific.

The railroad alleges present acjust-
ment results in rates unreasonably
low, contending for a full local nn the
back haul. The commission says that
if arbitraries heretofore prescrihed in
this case were made effective, the
rates to Woodburn, on many commod-
itles now higher than to Spoka:ae and
Reno -would be reduced to tha same
level as to those cities, 1t finds that
rallroads have justified existing rates
to the Willamette valley and aeclines
Lo disturb them.

The case decided by the
state Commer:e commission |8 the
ceiebrated H, 8. Gile case. wherein
the Gile company of Salem sought to
restore to the Willamette valley the
rate adjustmgent formerly In.force on
transcontinental less-than-carload bus-
iness. At one iime the transconti-
nental lines charged the terminal
rate to Portland, plus a 10 cent arbi-
irary to destination, Finding that
non-remunerative, however, the car-
riers made the rate on this business
to Willamette valley polints the full
sum of the local rales.

The Gila company and others inter-
ested held that this rate was unreason-
able, inasmuch as the Bouthern Pa-
cifie, to reach Portland, was haullng
merchandise through Roseville, Cal.,,
from the east and thence mnorth
through the Willamette wvalley, tha
rate of Portland being less.than (o
the intermediate territory.

The commissién has held, however,
that water competition does cut a fig-
ure in this business, especially wate.
competition by river, which has forcea
the local rail rate from Portland down
to a low figure., The Southern Pa-
clfle made tnis as a defense against
restoring the former 10-cent rate. Tha
commission apparently have sustajned
this contention,

Then the spesk-
er traced the future possibility of a
municipally owned race course, base-
ball field and municipal umpire, tern-
nis courts, swimming holes, hunting
and fishing preserves, He carried on
his hyperbple until he spoke of a
municipally owned and operated the-
atre.
