edministered for Lthls purpose, The de-
vive of the university high school hus
already been adopted by such state
unlversities as those of Californla,
Missourt, Wisconsin and Wyoming, and
by the University of Chicugo and Co-
lumbia university,

Work in the unlversity high school
hers will be offered only in the sev-
enth and eighth and ninth grades next
Septeynber, but the higher grades wlill
later Ue added as needed unti] six
years of work are included, the fields

thus being covered. No tuition fees
are to be nharged and puplls from any
part of Eugens wil] be eligible.

Teaching wlil be done under the d!-
recticn of the department of educa-
