Cool Weather Is the Cry From
Practically Every Section of the
Pacific Northwest—Short Acre-
age to Pull Down Yield.

By Hyman H. Cohen.

Weather 100 cold. These three words tell
the exact condition of the 1918 graln crops In
the states of Oregon, Idaho and Waslington.

From practleally every section of the I'acifle
boribwest, apeclal crop eorrespondents of The
Journal sunounce that weather conditions dur-
Ing the munth may bave coutinued against the
cereal eropu.

Tuls perhaps Is not the most serfous draw-
back to the three states producing even an
avernge crop of wheat this seasoun.  In the
first place the acrcuge ls so greally reducsd

below the nuormal of recent acason that even
were weinther conditious ldeal, the total crop
could scarcely be up to the average,

Tle protracted ralny period during the early
fall, the entire winter and spring months,
gave little opportunity for larmers to get in

their pDormal screage of graln, In msome sce-
tloys less than w balf porwmwal acreage I
sbown.

An a geoeral rule the light Yand eecllons are
showing the bedt crop coudition thls season.
The Columbla glver section of Uregun is esps-
clally fortunate consldering the standing of the
vrips elsewhere. lu the light dami sectious of
Unmtille county, Uregon sod In Walin Walls
couuty, Wasblngtoy, the prosj<its are far vet-
ter than In the so cnlied Leavy laud sm"-m-
