Both Oregon and Wanhington state author!-
tles are belng called upon to protect the pota-
to Industries of the I'scifle northwest. ldabo
has aiready taken s lmpnd in the matter and
po [urther shipmeuts from Califorola will be
allowed to enter thut state. Various Interests
now express the opinlon that decisive setlom
sbonld be taken at once b: COregon and Wash-
Ington because unless all sct together, the
protection 4fforded the in ustry would not be
umplete,
