COLUMBIA RIVER HICGHWWAY NO. 10

How to crome to kagle creek, tlie
heart of Columbla Gorge park. The
finest camp grounds along the Co-
lumbia River highway ara to bhe
fournd In this vicinity., The guide
folder just published by the Torest
service sayvs of Fagle creek:

“About two miles above Bonne-
viile and 43 miles from Portland the
Cplumbia River highway Crossfs
lagle creek on a large single arch
concrete bridge veneered with native
rock. FEagle creek is perhaps the
most beautifu] mountain stream along
the river; it afférds good trout fish-
ing and the level bench land sAlong
tha creek invites the vacsijonist Lo
stop for a few hours or a few days.
Picnle grounda near the bridge have
been made ready by the forest serv-
fee for the fres use of the public by
clesring away gome of* the encum-
bering underbrush and providing flre-
places.

“Farther up the creek a camp site
has  heen  prepared  wlere  campers
may plteh thelr tents and remdiin as
lnng as they eare to, A Torest guard

The Democratie party, as It now ex-
ists, made its first appearance {n 1528
undar the leadership of Andraw Jack-
gon. Jts bLeglnning, therefors, Ante-
dates that of the Republean party,
which madae Its first bow In 1836, un-
der the leadership of John €. TPremant.
Tha student of political history In the
Tnited States i3 llkely to Lie canfuked
unless he 1s careful in dealing with
the partisan strugele=s of the first haif
century of the republic. There was,
for axﬁn‘.;-lel an early Ttepublicran and
an early Demoeratic party, Tho first
Republican party followed the deca-
denea of the Federallst party, and un-
der the leadership of Thomas Jeffer-
son it became a Democratle party.

An h*.leres«fir.n‘.HJ‘-.lstrnlinn of the
peculiar conditlons wrought by chang-
ing partisan nomenclature in  those
days Is presented In the names of two
St. lLouis newspapers. That city was
divided sharply on the issucs that sep-
arated the two principal partles In the
firast quarter of the nineteenth century,
The Republicans were the followers of
Jefferson's -doctrine, gs laid down In
his inaugural address' a doctrine that
in later years was espouscd by Jack-
gon and his successors. The plth of
it was, “Free commerca with all na-
tiens, polltlca)l connection with none,
and little or no diplomatie establish-
ment.” The Democrats were the op-
ponents of such restricted® views. Thus
fn Bt. Louis, In 1808, was established
the Missouri Hepublican, whirh later
became one of the most pronounced
DDemocratic newspapers in the south-
west, and followimg {ts establishment
was founded the Missourl Democrat,
which for many years has volced Re-
publican, sometimes radical Repub-
lican, opinion {n that eection. Of late
years these names have besan some-
what modified, one belng changed to
the St. Louis Republle, tha other,
through consalldation, to the St. Louls
Globe Dlemocrat, Neither newspaper
i o turncoat in politics, but the mean-
ing of partisan names has changed.

Among Demoera.tu. of thesa times,
Jefferson and Jackson shara equally
tn the glory attaching to the founda-
tion of the party. From the latter's
follure to nbtain the presidential chalr
in 1824, the election belng contested
and John Quincy Adams recelving the
largest number af volea in the house
of representatives, there has been no
question as to the political ground it
has occupied. There have been In-
ternal dsagreements as to cerain
policies, as, for Instance, on the glavery
question, on secsssion, on the accept-
ance of Liberal Mepublicanism and
Horure Greeley, and on the Bryan free
gllver Issue, but, generally speaking,
the party has held to the llnes fol-
lowed by the Jefferson "Republicans
and the Jackson Demodrats.
