Racket of Horse-Draw- n Ve-

hicles, If Still in Use, Would
Be Intolerable. Is Assertion

DOBBIN IS INSANITARY

Noise its relation to city life. Its
elimination and comparison to the days
of the horse drawn vehicle formed
the subject of an Interesting discourse
on modern city life, by H. 1 Keats,
the Portland Chalmers distributor.

Considering the mini ber of vehicles
which are- now engaged in the wurk of
tha world over the city streets and
boulevards, Mr. Keats thinks that if
all those vehicles were horse drawn,
the roar of city traffic would be such
that the modern cliff-dwelle- r" would
soon have ea.r drums that would fit
him for a Job In a boiler factory.

"A few years apr, when we first in-

troduced automobiles to Portland, wo
often heard the complaint that auto-
mobiles made too much noise, that It
would be Impossible to live In a place
where very many of the machines
were in use," said Mr. Kfats. smiling
as he remembered his days of pioneer-
ing In the local field.

Noiseless Car Promised.
The automobile then was aHout as a

threshing machine M a bicycle, as
compared to the ave; i;re horse drawn
vehicle. From what the factory men
told us, we prom sed cur friends that
the automobile .xn would be a practi-
cally noiseless vehicle, that many im-

provements would make It almost si-

lent.
"Consider today.
"What if of the 10.110 or so cars in

Multnomah county each wa.s as noisy
as the average horse drawn vehicle of
a few years apo, with rattllrg chains
on the tall gate, looe axle, boxe,
elpht clattering hoofs and what not?

"The motcr car today is as nearly
silent a arv movins thins can be.
Take, for fvampl. th Chalmers
with the h':p'. speed motor. Us ten as
von will, ten feet from the car you

t toll tJi motor 1s run
ning or not. Move the car over t.h

ground, further than tho slight friction
of th car on thu road, you can hear
nothing that would Indicate motion.

Bobbin Is Insanitary.
"Take any wagon or vehicle of

few years aro and move it at all anl
you have a volume of sound rot
equalled by ten motor oars.

"City traffic will never be nnole,
but the motor car even though found
In far greater numbers than the vehi-
cles of former years, has done much to
quiet tlie life in a big city, which un-

der flie btst of conditions is noisy
and nerve-rackin- g enough.

"In some cities the plan of barring
horse drawn vehicles entirely ha.s been
broached because of "noise and insan-
itary conditions created." That sterns
rather funny, now, because very prob-
ably the people who r.ow nre against
poor IXibbin were the first tn cry
against the automobile because it was
noisy and smelled baxlly."

Ideal Auto Is Not Yet.
The ideal automobile is far In the

future, accord'ng to A. Ludlow Cleyden.
chairman of the standard committee of
the Society of Automobile Engineers,
who recently discussed automobile pos-

sibilities at an engineering meeting in
Detroit.

"The Ideal machine," sild Mr. Cley-
den, "will be not only vibrationless hut
also noiseless. It will require no me-
chanical knowledge for its operation;
also it will be Inexpensive, both in first
cost and in operation."

Things Different XTow.

Today It is not so hard to compre-
hend the extent of the present offer-
ing of the motor car manufacturer and
to understand how he can give so
much tbr the money asked as it is to
figure out how, a decade ago, he could
get sty much money for the little he
offered.

It is not so difficult to calculate
how he can afford to throw In all the
various items of equipment which his
product now regularly carries as It Is
to understand how he could have ever
sold It with none of them.
