overcame the obstacles scattered by
competition in thtr pathway and are
now among America's rich men is a
story as colorful as "Arabian'Nlghts."
We like to hear how the player folk
sprang into fame. We have heard it
over and over again. I myself have
written about the fabulous salaries for
our readers many, many times, but
now I want to bring you to the creator
of pictures, the head of the film man-
ufacturing companies.

Histories are not all agreed on the
exact date of the invention Of the mov-
ing picture machine. Plateau. the
French scientist, as long ago tOs 1795
invented an Idea that embodies the
same phenomena produced in motion
pictures today. This phenomena is an
optical illusion made possible by the
physiological fact that to the human
eye a sensation lasts longer than the
impression producing it. The length
of time the sensation lasts depends up-

on the individual and the object pro-
ducing the impression. It generally
lasts about one-tent- h of a second, and
it can readily be understood when pic-

tures are projected at a speed, say, six-

teen a second it is possible to obtain
this illusion.

The machine Plateau invented was
called the phankistoscope. and was a
forerunner of t.ie zoetrope, or
wheel of life, which was produced in
this country about 1S46. With the
zoetrope a series of drawings were used
depleting slightly different pictures
of the same figures. These drawings
were a strip of cardboard and were
viewed through small openings on a
c.lnder. This cylinder rotated at a
high speed and caused the figures to

jappear as if thev were actually mov
ing

This all sounds hopelessly technical,
but is important since It really led
to the completed invention of the pho-
tograph of actual motion by our own
Edison. Many scientists tried to fol-

low Plateau, but were more or less un-

successful.
In 1887 Thomas A. Edison devised

an instrument that could photograph
motion. George Kleine gives this de-

scription of Edison's original Idea:
"Edison's first idea was to coat a

cylinder with an emulsion highly sen-

sitive to light, rotating the cylinder.
iglxing it an Intermittent movement so
as to rest during each exposure. After
the cylinder was completely exposed it
was developed In the same manner a
tiie kodak of today. A reproduction of
these pictures was obtained by view-
ing them through a magnifying glass,
the cylinder being rotated with an

movement."
This crude Invention was improved

upon until in 1889 Edison was satis-
fied with the results obtained. Dur-
ing his experiments Edison adapted a
celluloid tape, one side of which was

l.coated with an emulsion highly sensi
tive to light. With this celluloid rib-

bon, the same one now being used in
every studio, Edison saw the possibil-
ity of taking photographs with the
necessarv speed and as many expos
ores as were leonlred Per second Hp
bunt a camera with an Intermittent
movment. using this celluloid tape as
a negative, and his results were suc-
cessful.
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The picture above shows how
the sciatic nerve (white
line) is compressed by the
edge of a chair when sitting
in a certain posture; the
picture below shows how it
is compressed by crossing
the knees.

Do You Know What Is the

THERE has not experienced the

feeling of having his or
foot asleep. The fewest of them real
ly know what is taking place. Though
the pain is a strange one, the cause
Is explained readily.

The strangeness of the "foot going
to sleep" Is due to a mechanical ob-

struction of the great sciatic nerve.
When we. sit for a long time with our
legs crossed or with the back of the
thigh pressing upon the edge of a
chair the sciatic nerve is squeezed.

The sciatic nerve is the largest in
the body. It springs from the small
of the bark and supplies , nearly the
whole of the nerves of the leg and
foot.. The sciatic. like all other
nerves, is really a great bundle of
nerve fibers, each of which has Its
own sheath.

The whole nerve Is elastic, and
pressure on it will flatten It, as a
rubber hose Is flattened by pressure.
The nerve fibers are like bundles of
thread, but finer. They run longi-
tudinally, each thread having its end-
ing somewhere in a muscle or In the
skin, and passing, without branching
or communicating with the other
threads with which it is wrapped up.
straight to its nucleus In some nerve
center of the brain or spinal cord.

How these nerves carry sensation Is
not known, but the operation Is sim-
ilar to that of messages passing by

' electricity over a telegraph wire. If
a nerve fiber be cut it no longer car-
ries sensation. Sensation can also be
cut off by compressing a nerve, for
the nerve matter that does the work
Is soft and the sheathes that Inclose
it are firm but elastic. Pressure at
one point on a nerve is similar In its
results to pressure on a rubber hose

Now, thanks to the studies made by
Surgeon Gorgas In Central America
and in South Africa at the request of
the English government, medical men
and the public pay wholesome atten-
tion to the pneumonia of summer tem-
peratures.

It is evident that the several dif-
ferent types of the pneumonia bac-
teria are in no way daunted by June,
July and August. Moreover, It Is cer-
tain that there are other accidents and
incidents which reconnoiter and "feel
out" the human trenches successfully
for a drive by the pneumo-bacteri- a
