Charges made hy Almrnn‘y John Shil-
lock agalnst Attorney Arthur I. Moul-
ton in connection with the adml!nistra-
tlon of the estata of Harry F. FPot-
ter wers not substant!ated rt & hear-
ing held yesterday before the county
eourt, according to Judge Cleeton.

The controversy arcse between the
two attorneys over the pavment of
$200 administrator'm fees on the Pot-
ter estate. Moulton had been attorpey
for the estate, and Mrs, Potter, the
widow, became dissatisfled and em-
ployed Bhillock.

$6000 Settlement Obtained.

As attorney for tha estats Moulton
obtained a settlement of 6000 with
the Bouthern Paclfle company, by
whom Potter was employed when ha
was killed in a rdllrond accldent. lie

was employed as attorney Lhrough
Richard Carey, a former clalm adjust-
er, who agreed with Mrs. Potter to

handls her clalm againat the raillroad
company for a fee of I0 per cant,

Mrs, Potter contended that tha $1500
fee was to include all costs of admin-
{stration of the estate, while Attorney
Moulton declared no such agreement
was made. When the administrator,
E. E. Wishard, a brother-in-law of At-
torney Moulton, was about to present
his claim for administrator's fees, Mra,
Potter employed Bhillock to contest
the claim,

In an affidavit 8hillock declared that
the administrator had loaned §1000 of
the estate on ageres of land In
Clackamas county which wns not
worth more than the sum loaned on It,

Says Loan Is Amply Becured.

Mr. Moulton, represented by Atlor-
ney William Lord, contended yester-
day that the administrator's fees
should be pald out of the estate and
that the loan was amply Becured.

Judge Cleeton asserted that the

charges agaimst Moulton had not been
substantiated. He redured the admin-
fstrater's fees to 3105 and allowed the
claim. He sald as there was dissatis-
faction over the lnan, he would direct
the administrator to call In the loan.

Charges that Mr. Moulton had con-
nived to keep Mrs, Potter out of the
state while he was handllng the es-
tate matters were denled by him and a
letter was read to show he helleved
she had mads her permanent reai-
dence out of the stute of her own free
will,
